Dear Mr. Chairman:

On behalf of the Cost Recovery Working Group (CRWG), I forward to you for the review of the North American Numbering Council (Council) the draft Billing and Collection Agent technical requirements document (B&C Requirements Document).  

I would like to note the following for the Council’s attention:

(First, the CRWG recommends that the population-based method continue to be used in calculating overall North American numbering plan (NANP) payments for Bermuda, Canada, Caribbean nations and the United States.  The recommendation maintains the current allocation method. 

(Second, the CRWG recommends that in the spirit of international cooperation, either the Federal Communications Commission (FCC), or the Council, or a designee, contact Bermuda, Canada and the Caribbean nations to see if the population-based allocation method remains agreeable to them. 

Such communication may be accomplished in several ways.  For example, the next North American Numbering Plan Administrator may contact the NANP nations regarding the population-based allocation formula, or the next B&C Agent may do so.  NANC members may discuss with their constituents the allocation method, or the process may be left to be determined by the responsible group upon assignment of the task.

(Third, the CRWG has updated the draft requirements document to include references to the Pooling Administrator, the Data Collection Agent and the reduced minimum collection amount of $25.00 for U.S. carriers, per FCC Orders previously released.

The CRWG will be happy to answer any questions or undertake additional work as required on the draft B&C Requirements Document.
