Please find enclosed the Numbering Resources Utilization and Forecast (NRUF) Requirements Document that has been finalized by consensus of the Numbering Resources Optimization Working Group (NRO WG) and presented to the North American Numbering Council for approval.  We have prepared this document for your consideration in connection with your selection of a Pooling Administrator and North American Numbering Plan Administrator (NANPA).  

Please note that this document requires service providers to submit NRUF data consistent with INC Guidelines, which include a provision to send NRUF forms directly to the Pooling Administrator. INC guidelines also call for an additional level of forecast data broken down by month for the first year of the five-year NRUF forecast. However, the technical requirements published by the FCC for use by bidders for the Pooling Administration contract state that the administrator should get forecast data from service providers and request NRUF data from the NANPA, twice annually. This creates conflicting and confusing requirements for service providers as to which data to submit to the Pooling Administrator. Moreover, the purpose for providing the utilization information on NRUF forms to the Pooling Administrator is unclear. Service providers applying for resources will have to provide documentation of utilization levels at the time of application. In addition, once pooling has been implemented, the Pooling Administrator will have its own information on demand for blocks from which to develop its forecasts for NXX codes from the NANPA.

The NRO WG and NANC appreciate the opportunity to be of service to the FCC on these vital matters and respectfully requests any clarification of the above issue as the FCC deems appropriate.
