Alternatives: NANC Members pay

NANC Members and Subcommittee Members pay

Participants pay per meeting

Participants pay one-time/annually (depending on billing structure of vendor)

NANP Administration Fund— industry pays

FCC contract

Public Meeting Requirements (can access be limited to “payers?”)

Contributed Services (prohibition? appearance of conflict? NANC or its subcommittees?)

Next Steps

E-meetings Committee finalize criteria based on NANC input to Needs and Requirements.

Services demo’ed when possible: All NANC Members, interested parties are encouraged to recommend a service to the committee for review.

Needs and Requirements can be satisfied by a single vendor or multiple vendors (voice, data, library services from different providers).
