810 NPA Relief




NeuStar, Inc., as the North American Numbering Plan Administrator (“NANPA”), notifies Michigan 810 NPA central office (“CO”) code holders that in light of questions raised by the Federal Communications Commission (“FCC”) regarding the authority of NANPA and the Michigan telecommunications industry to implement relief for the 810 Numbering Plan Area (“NPA”), NANPA will not assign CO codes from the new 586 overlay numbering plan area (“NPA”) pending further direction by the FCC.    

On May 18, 1999, NANPA and the industry met to discuss relief alternatives for the 810 NPA.  The industry reached consensus to recommend to the Michigan Public Service Commission (“PSC”) an all services distributed overlay as the means of relief for the 810 NPA.  PSC staff members attended the meeting and informed NANPA that the PSC would not act upon the recommendation and that 810 NPA relief implementation should proceed in a manner similar to previous implementations of NPA relief in Michigan.  Following standard procedures, NANPA subsequently assigned the 586 NPA as the relief NPA for the 810 NPA, and published Planning Letter 192 documenting the relief plan.  The effective date of the overlay was to be May 6, 2000, which also was the earliest effective date for CO codes assigned from the 586 NPA.  NANPA would therefore begin accepting requests for CO code assignments from the 586 NPA 66 days prior to that date, namely March 1, 2000.  

Because the Michigan PSC has stated that it does not have jurisdiction over NPA relief activities, the FCC has questioned whether NANPA and the industry have the authority to proceed with the implementation of the 586 NPA.  Accordingly, until NANPA has received express authorization to proceed from the FCC, NANPA will suspend the assignment of CO codes in the 586 NPA.

Based upon discussions with the staff of the Common Carrier Bureau of the FCC, NANPA will request FCC approval of the industry’s recommended relief plan for the 810 NPA.  NANPA plans to file a petition with the FCC at the beginning of the week of March 6, 2000 and expects the FCC will release a public notice requesting comment from interested persons on the industry’s plan.  

NANPA recognizes that the 810 NPA is in danger of running out of CO codes by the end of the second quarter of this year.  Upon request by Michigan 810 industry members, NANPA will reconvene a meeting of the industry to revisit the CO code assignment rationing amount which is currently set at four CO codes per month.  

The industry and other interested persons will have the opportunity to file comments with the FCC regarding the 810 relief plan.  In the meantime, please feel free to contact Jim Deak at 973-539-8331 or Sandy Tokarek at 401-821-7761 if you have any questions.
