Report Items
· The Wireless Number Portability Operations team met in April 2002 on Monday the 8th and Tuesday the 9th.  

· Introductions were given and the agenda reviewed.

· Meeting minutes from January, February and March were all approved.

· New business:

1. FCC 02-73 and the implications on wireless service providers was reviewed.  Tthe issuance of the FCC 3rd Order on Reconsideration and NPRM (FCC 02-73) in March 2002 has caused uncertainty within the wireless industry.  The WNPO has agreed upon the assumptions below in an effort to minimize the uncertainty and effectively manage the implementation of WLNP and Pooling.

a. Wireless service providers participating at the WNPO are agreeing to open all their codes within the Top 100 MSAs prior to 11/24/02 (without receiving a BFR), regardless of whether BFRs are required in the future.  The original mandate specifies that BFRs must be submitted 9 months prior to implementation.

b. Assume the Top 100 MSAs are those defined in the 3rd NRO Report and Order – FCC 01-362 issued in December 2001 (including CMSAs).

2. Discussed possible reasons for which an “old” or “donor” service provider could deny a “port out”; further discussion will take place on a conference call and at the May meeting.

3. Received an update on the implementation of wireline LNP in Puerto Rico:  delay has occurred – a meeting has been set for late April to establish a new date.

4. Took a request to wireline service providers at LNPA WG to establish ported test numbers for wireless service providers who are testing Phase 1 – call delivery to ported numbers.

5. Discussed procedures for handling NPA splits in a pooling/porting environment; two participants will provide a presentation in May.

6. Discussed Reverse Toll Billing/AWCPs and the fact that these plans are no longer being supported due to pooling and porting. 

· Discussed and voted on reseller flows; 13 facility-based service providers and resellers voted – consensus was for Option B – transmittal of the port request and response through the facility-based service providers involved in a port

· NeuStar provided an update: 24 wireless service providers have completed user agreements; 11 additional applications in March – some of which are wireless;  4 wireless service providers have completed New Entrant Testing – 2 more to begin testing soon.

· Wireless Testing Subcommittee meetings will become part of the WNPO meetings starting in May

· Initial draft guidelines for handling Type 1 numbers was presented; relative contributions are due by April 19th; tentative conference call established for May 1; continued discussion on the agenda for May.

· Letter sent to NAPM LLC with an attached matrix identifying the combined wireless and wireline business hours/NPAC Help Desk hours and Maintenance windows needed for pooling and porting production.

· Guidelines for opening codes (NPA-NXXs) for wireless service providers was drafted;  conference call scheduled to receive feedback from companies and finalize guidelines.

· Chairs of T1S1 and TR 45.2 gave presentations on current standards work and discuss concerns of wireless service providers.

· Implementation Guideline and Narrative were updated (no change to timeline) and are attached.

Next meeting is in Redmond, Washington on May 13th and 14th.
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
