Report Items
· The Wireless Number Portability Operations team met in May 2002 on Monday the 13th and Tuesday the 14th.  

· Introductions were given and the agenda reviewed.

· Meeting minutes from April were reviewed; minor revisions were suggested; revised minutes will be reviewed in June.

· Nominations for WNPO Co-chairs were reviewed

· New business:

1. NeuStar gave a presentation on escalation procedures and priority testing on the NPAC test bed

2. A presentation regarding ICP Clearinghouse Interoperability testing was given by Illuminet, a Verisign Company.  Six issues were identified in this presentation;  all six are currently being addressed by various industry committees;  WNPO will track these issues.

3. The rollout of LNP in Puerto Rico was reviewed;  there is a new implementation date for wireline LNP of September 14.

4. The possibility of staggering “Creates” and “Acitvates” for “first ports” in wireless codes was discussed – it was agreed that this was not practical.

5. Desire for NPAC stress testing was discussed due to anticipated large increase in transactions due to wireless pooling and porting.

6. NeuStar gave a presentation for providing a data base for storing MDNs and associated MINs;  several issues were identified with the presentation;  NeuStar will revise/re-work presentation for the June WNPO meeting.

· A read-out of the previous week’s activities at the OBF Wireless Workshop was presented.  The final draft of Version 1.0 of the Wireless Intercarrier Communications Interface Specification document was completed.  A meeting will be held in June to accept all changes.

· NeuStar provided an update: 24 wireless service providers have completed user agreements; 7 additional applications in April – some of which are wireless;  4 wireless service providers and one Service Bureau have completed New Entrant Testing – 2 wireless service providers and one service bureau have scheduled testing and two wireless service providers have not scheduled testing.

· During the Wireless Testing Subcommittee portion of the meeting, additional 911 test cases were reviewed for addition to the Intercarrier Test Plan.  There was an initial meeting on Tuesday of testing representatives from wireless and wireline companies to begin test coordination activities.  Additional face-to-face meetings and conference calls are anticipated.

· Minor modifications to the draft guidelines for handling Type 1 numbers were presented and accepted; the guidelines were then referred to the LNPA WG for review and acceptance.

· Guidelines for opening codes (NPA-NXXs) for wireless service providers were finalized.  The current schedule includes seven groups of NPAs.  All of these NPAs are either currently open for pooling or are included in the first three quarters of the FCC approved Pooling Roll-out Schedule and are referred to as “Pooliong NPAs”.  Three more groups of NPAs will be added.  These three groups will include all NPAs that are within the top 100 MSAs, but not “Pooling NPAs”.  These must all be open by November 24, 2002 in both the LERG and the NPAC to support wireless local number portability.

· A request was made of the wireline companies for test numbers.  Those wireless companies that are beginning to perform their own number portability data base (NP-DB) queries would like one ported and one non-ported test number in each MSA.  Preferably, these test numbers will terminate to a recorded announcement.

· Updates were made to the Decision/Recommendation Matrix as well as the Action Item list.

· There was a presentation of the procedures and activities to be performed for NPA splits.

· Implementation Guideline and Narrative were updated (no change to timeline) and are attached.

Next meeting is in Atlanta, Georgia on June 10th and 11th.
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
