Observations

· Total assignments in the ten months of 2002 were 6,700 codes.  Net assignments were 3,222 codes.  

· In comparing the first ten months of 2002 with the same time period in 2001 (9,179), assignments are down by 2,479 codes.

· Total returns in the first ten months of 2002 were 3,298.  In comparing the 2002 returns with the same time period in 2001 (5,054), total returns are down by 1,756.

· Impact of wireless pooling impact began in late October 2002.

Summary of Central Office Code Categories

The following are the definitions of the code categories included on the CO Code Activity Report. 

Requests – Sum of all the different categories of code requests by month.

Assignments – Quantity of CO code applications (i.e., the Part 1 Request form of the CO code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines) that resulted in the assignment of a code to a service provider.

Changes – Quantity of CO code applications that resulted in a change in the information associated with a code assignment.  Per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines, service providers submit a Part 1 Request form with the appropriate changes. 

Suspensions – Quantity of CO code applications that were suspended by NANPA due to the need for additional clarification or documentation or further follow-up with the code applicant.  Effective August 2001, NANPA eliminated this category.  Any code application suspended and later assigned or denied will appear in the “Assignments” or “Denials” category.

Denials – Quantity of CO code applications that were denied assignment of a code because they failed to meet the criteria for assignment as prescribed by the CO Code Assignment Guidelines. 

Cancel– Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to either cancel or withdraw a previous assignment request.

Disconnects – Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to disconnect an assigned code.  Codes that are returned to NANPA are included in this category.

Reservations – Quantity of code applications requesting and receiving a code reservation per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines.  Applicants receiving a code reservation must submit a Part 1 Request form at the time they want the code to be assigned to them.

Lottery Denial – Quantity of code applications in a lottery that were denied because the application was not selected in the lottery.  Effective January 2001, NANPA eliminated this category.  These denials are now included in the “Denial” column.  

Lottery Priority – Quantity of code applications in a lottery that were selected for eventual assignment of a code.  The priority status indicates when their request will become eligible for assignment.  Effective January 2001, NANPA eliminated this category.  Any code put in the lottery priority category and assigned or denied in a subsequent month will be shown as an assignment/denial in that month.

Changes in NPA Exhaust Projections

As noted previously in NANPA reports to the NANC, NANPA monitors CO code assignment rates in all NPA codes and will make adjustments to a projected NPA exhaust date if necessary.  Items that may impact the projected exhaust date include a reduction in CO code demand, the assignment or return of a large quantity of codes or the implementation of CO rationing.  When changes are made by NANPA to an NPA code exhaust date, NANPA posts that change to the NANPA web page (found under ‘NPA Relief Planning’ and ‘Latest NRUF Results.’)  NANPA also contacts the state commission and addresses any questions they may have.  A copy of the latest report is below.

NANPA reviewed the forecast data made available by the Pooling Administrator in September 2002 with regard to the demand for CO codes with the implementation of wireless pooling.  NANPA focused primarily on those NPAs that were projected to exhaust in the near term (within the next 3 years) to determine if any adjustment in the forecasted exhaust date is warranted.  It should be noted that the PA forecast only reflected the impact of wireless pooling on its need for CO codes over the next 12 months (through August 2003).  NANPA published it analysis on October 18, 2002 via a “Delta NRUF” report.  A subsequent report on October 28, 2002 was published that included two additional NPAs that changed exhaust dates.  

The most recent Delta NRUF report is dated October 31, 2002.  This report reflected the reduction in the rationing level for all California NPAs in rationing to two codes per month.

NRUF Update – Adding FRN to Form 502

At the September 24, 2002 NANC meeting, NANPA informed the NANC that it had been directed by the FCC to add an additional data element, the Federal Registration Number (FRN)
, to the NRUF Form 502.  The updated form would be used with the February 1, 2003 NRUF reporting cycle.  NANPA was also requested to inform service providers of this new requirement sufficiently in advance of the February 1, 2003 submission deadline.

NANPA has updated the Form 502 Excel spreadsheet and added the FRN field to the “Company Information” page.  The field appears directly below the Service Provider OCN field and directly above the Service Provider Type field.  The FTP file format has been updated as well.  Both the revised Form 502 and the FTP file formats will be posted to the NANPA web site the week of November 18, 2002 and notification sent out to via the NRUF email distribution list.  The NRUF Job Aid has also been updated and will be posted to the NANPA website.

Service providers are reminded not to use this revised form until January 1, 2003, in connection with the February 1, 2003 NRUF reporting cycle.  Further, NANPA notifications to the industry concerning this new requirement will continue
 as we approach the February 1 submission deadline.

Carrier Identification Codes (CICs) for Switchless Resellers

Per a directive from the Federal Communications Commission (FCC), NANPA is now assigning Feature Group D (FGD) CICs to “switchless resellers” without the requirement that currently exists in the CIC Assignment Guidelines for those switchless resellers to first purchase direct FGD trunk access before applying for a CIC.  

To facilitate the application process for “switchless resellers,” NANPA provides the following information:

· Submit a fully completed CIC Application form to NANPA.  In order for this application to be processed, all appropriate fields on the application form must be populated.  (Note: a valid ACNA assignment must be provided.)  An application is considered incomplete if it is not signed and dated.

· Provide documentation to NANPA that validates the “switchless reseller” status of the applicant.  The preferred document to verify this status would be one issued by a state public utility commission.  If the state commission in which the applicant operates does not issue such documents, NANPA requires a duly authorized officer of the applicant company to submit a certified declaration attesting to the “switchless reseller” status of the applicant.  

In all other ways, the CIC application process currently set forth in the CIC assignment guidelines is unchanged.  

The INC addressed this issue at its November 2002 meeting.  INC Issue 392, Elimination of FG D Access Requirement for Switchless Resellers, is currently in initial closure.  The proposed resolution statement to this issue is the same as the current direction NANPA has provided.

�  The FRN is a 10-digit number that is assigned to an entity that does business with the FCC.  A filer, licensee, certificate holder, or any entity sending payments to the FCC is considered to be doing business with the FCC.  The FCC uses this FRN to determine if all of an entity’s fees have been paid.   The FRN is the same number used by entities on FCC Form 499-A.
