V.  NANC Action Items and Decisions Reached. Draft 11.17.99

1. NANPA Report.  NANC directed NANPA to deny the request for a new NPA in accordance with New York PSC ordered 914 split NPA relief plan.  NANC Chairman will send a memorandum to Chief, CCB advising of NANC decision.  The letter will include technical feasibility concerns.

Chairman Hoffman will continue to work with LM and will report status (process of forecasting NANP exhaust) at each NANC meeting.

2. NANPA Oversight Working Group Report.  Audit Framework document was accepted and will be forwarded to the Industry Numbering Committee (INC).

· For cause audits determined only in accordance with bright line conditions.

· No audit activities supported in “unforeseen circumstances.”

· Letter to INC will direct an update of applicable industry guidelines to audit (Pat Caldwell will develop draft letter) – including NANPA as appropriate.

NANC agreed to reinvigorate the Legal Expertise Working Group.  NANC Chair will make contacts with the aim of reestablishing this working group by the first quarter of 2000.  

3. Numbering Resource Optimization Working Group.  NRO is directed to proceed

with monitoring pooling trials by gathering information as specified on

the draft matrix.

· The matrix will be revised as necessary.

· Report progress at each NANC meeting

· Post results on NANC’s Chair web site at www.nanc-chair.org
· COCUS Hybrid requirement development is assigned to NRO for completion by the 1st half Year 2000.

· UNP assignment matter is on hold, pending progress report from INC at the March 21-22, 2000, NANC meeting.  

4. Number Pooling IMG Report.  The IMG should have administrative conditions from INC before the IMG/LM December 6-8 face-to-face meeting.  

· Result must go to the FCC (conclusion of contract with LM as pooling administrator requires FCC formal action).  

5. Steering Group Report.  NANC accepted SG’s Table of NANC projects/activities. The table will be posted to FCC NANC web page at www.fcc.gov/ccb/Nanc and the NANC Chair web page at www.nanc-chair.org.
