Two additional NPAs are scheduled to go into service later this year; NPA 226 for relief of NPA 519 in Ontario, Canada and NPA 438 for NPA 514 in Quebec.

NPA Relief Planning

Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (report attached)

There are 3 NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

· IL NPA 630 - The Illinois Commerce Commission (ICC) ordered the implementation of the overlay to take place only after all 630 NPA-NXX codes have been assigned. Per the ICC, the implementation intervals will begin with NANPA providing the ICC with at least a 30-day advance notice before the assignment of the first code from the new 331 NPA and then a 90-day permissive dialing period before the effective date of that newly assigned code.  
· IL NPA 815 - Permissive 1+10 digit dialing started August 19, 2006 and mandatory 1+10 digit dialing on February 17, 2007. Numbers from the new 779 NPA will be effective as early as March 17, 2007. See NANPA’s Planning Letter # 354. Rationing is set at one code per month.
· WV 304 – On September 14, 2006, the WV PSC issued an ordered that required mandatory pooling in all optional pooling rate centers in the 304 area code.
Other NPA Relief Activities
· IL 217 NPA – The ICC ordered an overlay for the 217 NPA and NANPA assigned the new 447 NPA in August.  The initial implementation meeting for the IL 217-447 NPA was held on September 12, 2006.  The plan is due to the ICC no later than January 2007.  

· NM 505 NPA – The New Mexico 505 area code to forecasted to exhaust in 1Q2009.  A proposed relief plan was filed with the New Mexico Public Regulatory Commission (PRC) in April 2006.  PRC public hearings were held throughout the state during the summer.  The PRC is expected to reach a decision over the next few months. 

· CA 714 and 760 NPAs - The CPUC has requested NANPA convene industry meetings to update the relief plans for the California 714 and 760 NPAs. Since both of these NPAs have suspended relief decisions and the old relief plans submitted were pre-pooling and porting and incorporated grandfathered codes, the CPUC wishes updated relief plans to be filed by NANPA. Both industry meetings will be conducted during October.  

· Oregon 503-971 NPA Concentrated Overlay –On September 14, 2006, NANPA conducted an Overlay Expansion Planning meeting for the industry to develop a plan for the expansion of the 971 NPA concentrated overlay to include the remaining 14 coastal rate centers in the 503 NPA. The plan will be filed with the Oregon PUC for approval in October.

NRUF Activities

Delta NRUF for KY NPA 270
On August 29, 2006, NANPA issued a delta NRUF for Kentucky NPA 270.  NANPA then declared NPA 270 in jeopardy and rationing was set at 3 codes per month.  An industry meeting to review the jeopardy took place for September 19, 2006 and kept the rationing amount at 3 codes per month.  Three codes were set aside for pooling.
State NRUF Databases

NANPA is in the process of contacting states and providing the NRUF state databases.  The information contained in the databases is also available on-line in the NANP Administration System (NAS).
Update on Other NANP Resources
FG B Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

There have been no new FGB CICs assigned by NANPA in 2006 and 57 FGB CICs have been reclaimed.

As of 8/31/06, 351 FGB CICs were assigned in total.  The potential exhaust of the FG B CIC resource is not a concern based on the current rate of assignment.

FG D Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

In 2006 NANPA has assigned 71 FGD CICs, yielding an average assignment rate of 8.9 codes per month.  US/Canadian switchless resellers received 17 of these assignments.  As of 8/31/06, 7,661 FGD CICs remain available for assignment.  NANPA has reclaimed 90 FGD CICs since the beginning of the year.  

Based on the year-to-date average monthly assignment rate, the projected exhaust for the FGD CIC resource is over 71 years.   Note that reclaimed/returned FGD CIC assignments are not factored into this projection, and that this projection is based on current circumstances; i.e., the FCC limit of 2 FGD CICs per “entity.”

All ranges of FGD CICs are now available for assignment (i.e., 0XXX-9XXX) with the exception of the following 223 unassignable codes:  0000, 5000 (both set aside for testing purposes only), 0911, X411, 411X, and 9000-9199 (to be used for intranetwork purposes only).

555 Line Numbers

The intended use for 555 line numbers, in the format 555-XXXX, where X is any digit from 0 through 9, includes the provisioning of information services, but may grow to include a broad range of existing and future services as well.  Thus far in 2006, there have been no new 555 line numbers assigned by NANPA and no 555 line numbers reclaimed.  

As of 8/31/06, a total of 7,456 national assignments and 333 non-national assignments were in effect. In addition, 116 line numbers remain in “dispute” status, and 100 line numbers are reserved for the entertainment/advertising industries.   There are 1,965 555 line numbers available for assignment. The current assignment trend indicates no concern for exhaust of this resource. 

When the 555 resource reached 70% of the total assignable numbers in 2000, NANPA notified the INC on April 14, 2000 that special conservation measures were being invoked.  As per Section 8.2 of the 555 Assignment Guidelines, “special conservation measures” limits new 555 line number requests to one line number per entity per application.
