Study Topics and Methods of Analysis
Main Categories for FoN Analysis

Segregate the candidate work items into the appropriate (one or more) of the following main categories:

Technological Influences (including convergence)

– is the item dependent on existing (e.g. TDM) and/or emerging (e.g. IP) infrastructure but may trigger network configuration or migration?
- is the item dependent on the use of new technology to offer an existing or a new service in a new way (technology, device, medium)?

· Next Generation Voice (Net-Net, net-PSTN)
· Last Mile Technologies (Wireless/Wireline Convergence)

· Developing Mobile Messaging (Tracking/Monitoring, Telematics)

· Registries as Enablers, e.g., ENUM

Conservation Opportunities 

– does the item have the potential to conserve NANP resources

· Profile each NANP resource for need/opportunity (survey)

· Identify opportunities irrespective of need (pre-position)

· Analyze approaches (past and present) for “value.” 

Consumption (Influences on (Anticipated))

– does the item have the potential to affect the way NANP recourses are administered, assigned and/or consumed by providers and/or end users. (Similar to items in Technological Influences category but implementation is imminent).

· VoIP Substitution

· Wireless Substitution
Provide the analysis by the following subcategories:

Time 
– when the item will either have an impact on the NANP or will be projected to have an effect on NANP resources

1 to 3 years


3 to 5 years


5 and beyond in five year increments

Modality 
– will the item affect or utilize one or more of the current delivery methods
