2. AID Form Submission Presentation/Discussion, if any.
a. Discussion of previously presented AID Form Submissions
1) FTN2 – Telematics
A discussion of FTN2 included examples of the type of services that might fall within a definition of telematics; can telematics be associated with both wireline and wireless services; is a voice only service considered telematics. Some suggested language for a definition was provided by the group. 
There was concurrence that the need for NANP telephone numbers for use in telematics would continue to increase for the foreseeable future. Based upon current knowledge TNs are more likely to be tied with a device and/or location than with the actual end user.
b. Presentation of newly submitted AID Form Submission
1) FTN5 – Commons vs. Market Place Model for Toll Free Numbers
Jay Carpenter presented FTN5 which is a proposal to implement a Market Placed model for the allocation and transfer of toll free numbers in the 800-Nxx code. He emphasized that this was directed specifically to 800-Nxx numbers at this time and not all toll free number codes (888, 877, 866). Jay also presented information from SMS/800 indicating that the 800-Nxx code is currently 99.87% allocated. 
There was consensus  of the group to accept FTN5 for work.
