To the NANC Future of Numbering (FoN) Working Group Co-Chairs:
At its June meeting, the Alliance for Telecommunications Industry Solutions’ Industry Numbering Committee (INC) reviewed the Future of Numbering (FoN) Working Group’s Mission and Scope statements.  This review was done to understand the roles and responsibilities of the FoN Working Group, to ensure that the roles of the FoN Working Group and INC were distinct so as to avoid unnecessary confusion and/or duplication of work, and to acknowledge the successful working relationship between the FoN Working Group and other industry bodies such as the INC. 
Accordingly, the INC proposes a minor enhancement to the language of the Scope Statement of the FoN Working Group.  The proposed enhancement is noted below in underlined text:
The Working Group will investigate new telephone (North American Numbering Plan - NANP) numbering assignment approaches and future telephone number assignment requirements. The Working Group will identify trends and assess their impact upon numbering resources in cooperation with other industry forums/committees as appropriate. The Working Group, if necessary, will analyze potential changes to numbering administration and use common criteria to determine the feasibility and benefit of each and report its findings to the NANC. The Working Group will also analyze various topics that may be given to it from time to time by the NANC and/or FCC.
