Review of CEPT, OFCOM & Oftel contributions

· OfCom Preso Review
· Context of findings must be respected – their experiences are different in that they had to change their plan twice in two years.
· Mobile vs fixed line TNs vis-à-vis ENUM and rights.
· Number or phrase use may shift demand.
· Triggers/reasons for poor utilization.

· CEPT- EU Review
· Report focus on identifying/analyzing changes to identify ways numbering arrangements (allocation) need to change.

· Technology neutrality – no segregation
· Naming schemes are alias for IP address.

· TN can be used as alias for IP address, e.g., ENUM

· CA has authority to put VoIP in their own 2 new NPAs

· What are our principles? – lets keep a running list to aggregate later.
· TN perceived as a person’s identity

· Change allocation so not assigned to SP but allocated to individual end user who then arranges for an operator or SP to serve the number – SP needs to use a database to find the SP – no operator related information associated with TN.

· How perform portability if not assigned to a carrier? ENUM or database with allocation function? Is PSTN connectivity an issue?

· ITN pools in rate centers or regional areas or for particular services?

· Are new services and applications becoming available to end users potentially warranting a change to how we allocate numbers to end-users, especially if those providers are non-traditional recipient of NANP resources?
· Convergence – Market and Technology and its impact upon NANP and allocation of TNs.
· Granularity and recipient structure of allocation and what to do about geography and its demise.
· How providers interconnect and compensate each other fairly and legally is more important than the application, e.g., voip, used. How do parties get along – what are the standards and until then, its tough to give out TNs? What are the business rules and processes –assigned to individuals and no geographic meaning?
· How interface if you got a number from Portland but are located in Miami and there are interconnection/identify concerns?

· What business rules or processes prevent ubiquitous use of TNs across technology and services. What need to be in place to enable the future?
