4 – NANC Future of Numbering Report 

· New Issue(s) and Contributions

· Telcordia Records – Rate Center Consolidation – Adam Newman
· Verizon Experience – Rate Center Consolidation – Laura Dalton
A synopsis of the team’s discussion regarding RCC:

· Works best when there is only one carrier involved and there is no impact to toll, e.g., extended area service (EAS) but PSAP impact possible

· We could document parameters around the RCC tool - how to implement and where it makes sense – to facilitate future use without rework.

· RCC is already in our tool box and need to understand what, if anything, still needs to be done about RCC?

· The “conservation opportunities” like marketplace allocation and RCC can be addressed during a single call since there is interest.

· With conservation opportunities, we should identify “time to implement” so the candidacy of each potential remedy may be easily identified. And matched to the situation.

· Measure impact against urgency or alternatives 

· Other reports identified include:

· The “Texas Report on RCC would be useful if found (circa 1999 PUC proceeding on number conservation) since it provides the flavors of RCC.
· The MI TO 99-14 “RCC Number Conservation Methods in St Louis” (Dec 22, 1998) may also be helpful.

· Original NRO report in 1998 
· RCC subgroup would allow interested folks to participate

· Input from States Coord Group (SCG) needed prior to organize.

· RCC may not be a separate report or be included in a report of all areas investigated by the FoN but sent out the door when done as a tool.

· Do RC continue to exist?

· Original 11 points (Geographic Significance – Other Category)

· Review of discussion matrix 

· Jay Carpenter (1-800-AFTA) presented his contribution suggesting a new format/approach. The opportunity to focus on electronic addressing, the impact of new services creating new private naming addressing functionality, other alternatives to E.164 numbering, as well as a market based versus a commons approach to number allocation was discussed among other things.

· The team generally was interested in this perspective/approach.

· It was noted that the last item of the contribution (Item 3) maybe should address some equitable transition to an economic based policy for numbers.

Ken Havens, INC Chair, presented the INC contribution to the mission and scope. The INC contribution added a segment to an existing sentence as shown in bold below. The FoN adopted the following:
Mission:

To explore changes to the environment, including new and future technologies, the impact of market place and/or regulatory changes and innovations on telephone numbering.
Scope:

The Working Group will investigate new telephone numbering assignment approaches and future telephone number assignment requirements in cooperation with other industry forums/committees as appropriate. The Working Group will identify trends and assess their impact upon numbering resources. The Working Group, if necessary, will analyze potential changes to numbering administration and use common criteria to determine the feasibility and benefit of each and report its findings to the NANC. The Working Group will also analyze various topics that may be given to it from time to time by the NANC and/or FCC.
Action Item: The FoN co-chairs will update the Scope for inclusion in the next NANC presentation.

7 - New Business
