Jim asked what the underlying problem(s) are.  Jay and Jim fleshed out two problems and discussed the following working draft outline for those:

A - Changing existing processes to toll free number assignment may solve the following identified problems: 

1.        Subscriber Identity/Rights (Who controls the number) 
a.        The subscriber has the ability to change/port their toll free number but the assignee designation is subject to RespOrg action/verification. 
b.        Although the SMS/800 has capability to populate subscribership information, RespOrgs largely maintain subscriber information privately. 
c.        CPNI issues may exist but assignee data if kept in SMS800 is not viewable by others. 

2.        Limited Ability to Transfer Number Assignment 
a.        Possible to increased “societal value” of (some quantity of) resources. 
b.        No mechanism for “organized transfers” outside of business sale/purchase.
