It was further discussed that each meeting will be formatted to allow the presentation of contributions (and not necessarily discussion) and the review of AID Form Submissions (but not necessarily all those  pending) to allow for progress on established activities/projects and the review of newly proposed ones. Also, the discussion of contributions, draft reports and other work activities would be part of each agenda to ensure a balance of activities based upon FoN priority.
