Final Meeting Notes - Future of Numbering WG Conference Call

May 3, 2006

1 - Introductions and Agenda Review

2 - Draft Meeting Minutes Approval and Review Project Tracking Report

Both documents were approved and will be posted on nanc-chair.org

3 - Action Item Review from April 20th FoN Meeting

All action items were completed although there were no contributions to the Mission and Scope. INC director Jean Paul Emard expressed INC’s intention to provider future input.

4 - New Issue(s) and Contributions

Video-over IP numbering – Ryan Croke, INC Update by Jean-Paul Emard ATIS

Ryan explained his activities at the University and his reason for bringing this issue to the FoN, namely, to solicit information and support of this endeavor. Jean Paul Emard highlighted recent activity at the NANC and INC’s VoIP Subcommittee. It was explained that the INC is interested in contributions describing possible technical solutions, the first step in identifying a solution.

5 - Review and update WG Mission and Scope

No contributions were received.

6 - Organization of study topics and methods of analysis

Co-Chair Contribution of WG Project Organization

Jim introduced the contribution, namely, the three major categories and 5 subcategories. The purpose of this is a rough baseline tool to size up the work and assist in evaluating items. Modifications will be made as we become more familiar with the work so that it becomes a useful framework for use during item evaluation. 

7 - Prioritize original list of items from Bob Atkinson

The team reviewed the progress made during the last meeting using the meeting notes of 4/20 and temporarily categorized each of the item into one of the categories described on the co-chair contribution. See attached for summary of suggested improvements, including a temporary categorization and sub-grouping of items for use as a discussion tool.

A discussion addressing the remaining items, namely, “What are the system and network topology impacts? and What is the tipping point question?” yielded the following tentative conclusions that a tipping point may be represented by a paradigm shift caused by technology, regulation and/or consumer/industry needs. Reaching a tipping point may result in: 1) a regulatory mandate/response, 2) a movement in end user use or demand due to a technology or service or, 3) the implementation of a new enabler, e.g. ENUM.

8 - Telematics – MI PUC Request

The team discussed the relevance of Telematics to the major category titled “Technological Influences” as well as to the MI PUC request in 2004. 

The major category of Technological Influences includes an item titled “Developing Mobile Messaging (Tracking/Monitoring, Telematics)” that will address services and technologies (present and future) potential impact/influence on the future of numbering. 

Regarding the MI PUC request, it was discussed that although Telematics in the context of its existing use with vehicles has been around for a while and NANPA receives forecasts for this demand, it was generally agreed that the FoN still needs to identify the specific items of interest to the MI PUC so that the team can focus and appropriately respond to the MI PUC original request. Don Gray agreed to assist in identifying these specific items.

9 - Impact of Geography on Numbering Policy Decisions

(David Greenhaus and John Evancie)

John Evancie and David Greenhaus presented a contribution identifying potential impacts on the 800 industry if telephone numbers no longer provided geographical location information about the calling party.

Potential problems included:

   Routing of traffic to call centers based upon geographical location

   Time of day routing based upon geographical location

   Closest location routing

   Shared use

   Service bureau inbound and outbound calling for location and time-of-day

   Allocation of state and local taxes for taxable services and goods

   Accurate billing of cost associated with calls

Penn Pfautz and Sue Tiffany commented that similar issues had been identified for the wireless industry. "Penn suggested that the cat won't be put back in the bag. While, in principle, other elements of SS7 data could be used to approximate the location information needed there is no good solution with existing parameters and the prospects for new SS7 work are poor since carriers are unlikely to invest in such legacy technology. Instead, any eventual resolution is likely to occur in the IP space."
