i.      Discussion of previously presented AID Form Submissions

ii.     Presentation of newly submitted AID Form Submission
Adam Newman presented an AID form titled “Study of Potential Mis-Use of NANP Resources Outside the NANP Geographic Area” in response to the Action Item to provide a form regarding the Office of Utilities Regulation, Jamaica, issue on the international use of NANP numbers.

It was noted that this in some ways overlaps work being done in the FTN #4 “Geographic Issues Impacting Numbering Policy Decisions”  There was discussion as to whether this needed to be worked as a separate issue or whether it could be worked and reported on as part of FTN #4.  There was consensus that it was more efficient and effective to study this issue as part of FTN #4 and this AID was not accepted.  It was also agreed that the FoN would report that this issue would be worked as part of FTN #4 in the NANC report.
c. Project/Activity Work 
i.   Discussion of drafts, contributions and recommendations/conclusions by AIM project/activity.

· FTN #3 Analysis of Commons and Property Rights Models for the allocation of NANP Numbering Resources
The team reviewed and discussed the a contribution from Jay Carpenter on Section 2 of FTN 3.  Mr. Carpenter also provided as background for discussion 2 documents on the Australian project to adopt a market based model for TNs, and a presentation from an FCC economist on the possibility of adopting such a model in the U.S.  As part of the discussion it was noted that the documents related to the Australian model were written either before or at the very beginning of the trial and that it might be useful if possible to get an update to see if the model worked as predicted.  Mr. Carpenter agreed to see if he could get updated information.

There was some discussion of the path forward for this FTN and analysis with some concerns being expressed that instead of just analyzing the pros and cons of such a model that the analysis and FTN seemed to be recommending a market based approach and that such a conclusion might be beyond what can be achieved as a consensus position of the FoN.

· FTN #4 Geographic Issues Impacting Numbering Policy Decisions 
The team reviewed contribution 1 provide by David Greenhaus.This contribution consisted of a copy of an ATIS Industry Numbering Committee (INC) Issue statement, Issue 493 Report on VoIP Numbering Issues.  It was noted that this issue did not represent an industry consensus on either column of the matrix that was presented to NANC as an out come of this issue that rather each opposing side agreed to the contents of it’s column in the matrix.  Mr. Greenhaus noted that there may be some people that worked on the Issue that would be able to provide useful input to the FoN based on that experience.  Mr. Newman, the current INC Vice Chair, noted that he was at INC at the time and was part of the team that worked on the issue as was Mr. Pfautz from AT&T.  It was suggested that maybe some INC members could go through the matrix with the FoN to point out some of the issues that were geographic in nature and could help the FoN.

Mr. Newman noted that a draft contribution had been provided but since there were time limitation and since the other member of the Section team did not have a chance to review that he’d prefer to present a revised contribution at the next meeting.
