COMMON CARRIER BUREAU DIRECTS THE NANPA 

TO MAKE AVAILABLE FOR ASSIGNMENT ADDITIONAL FEATURE GROUP D

CARRIER IDENTIFICATION CODES


By letter dated June 25, 2001 (attached), the Chief, Common Carrier Bureau directed the North American Numbering Plan Administrator (NANPA) to make available for assignment additional Feature Group D Carrier Identification Codes (CICs), starting on August 6, 2001.  


Prior to this action, the NANPA had been directed to assign to U.S. carriers only those four-digit CICs that begin with a five or a six.  Because of the current demand for CICs and the projected exhaust of CICs that begin with a five or a six, the Bureau now directs the NANPA to open the other CIC ranges for assignment on a first-come, first-served basis.  Four-digit CICs in the 411X and X411 formats may not be assigned at this time; these CICs are “restricted” until further notice.


The NANPA is directed to assign available CICs in accordance with existing Industry Numbering Committee CIC Assignment Guidelines, except where the guidelines are in conflict with the directives in the Bureau letter.  The NANPA is further directed to withhold from assignment CICs that are in the 411X and X411 formats until further notice.  The NANPA may, if necessary and after consultation with the Bureau, establish interim procedures to effectuate the administrative instructions contained in the letter.
