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NANP 2001 Exhaust Projection Assumptions

The following is a list of assumptions used in the development of the 2001 NANP exhaust projection prepared by NANPA.  This study attempts to reflect the impact of the FCC’s pooling requirement as specified in Number Resource Optimization Order (CC Docket No. 99-200), released March 31, 2000, which orders number pooling to be implemented in the top 100 MSAs.
  This study also attempts to show the impact of the implementation of utilization thresholds for growth resources, which became effective May 8, 2001. 

1. The NANP exhaust study uses as its basis the CO code demand, which includes carrier forecasts, historical CO code assignments and other NPA-specific information, calculated for each respective NPA.  The monthly CO code demand as calculated in the NPA exhaust analysis is straight-lined to determine demand outside the five-year time frame included in NRUF submissions.

2. For NPAs in rationing, a “non-rationed” demand was developed.  This demand is applied in the rationed NPA beginning 3/1/01.  Although the NPA may be in rationing for several months beyond 3/1/01, by applying the “non-rationed” demand on 3/1/01, any pent-up demand that typically occurs once an NPA comes out of rationing is accounted for in the projection. 

3. It is assumed that thousand block number pooling will only be implemented in those NPAs which have 50 % or more of their rate areas located in the top 100 MSAs.  Further, the study included those NPAs where pooling has been implemented or is scheduled for implementation, regardless of whether or not the NPA was in one of the top 100 MSAs.  This study will not include pooling within NPAs that are not located in top 100 MSAs, but will be included in subsequent exhaust studies as information on pooling implementation beyond the top 100 MSAs becomes available.

4. The study uses 4/1/2002 as a date by which the impact of national pooling will be felt in the CO code assignment rate for all pooling NPAs.  The specific date for when pooling will begin for these individual NPAs is unknown
.  Beginning 4/1/2002, the top 21 NPAs in terms of the highest CO code demand per month are identified and the baseline percent reduction applied.  The next highest 21 NPAs reflect a pooling implementation date of 7/1/2002.  This process continues until all appropriate NPAs were addressed. 

5. The study reflects a reduction in the range of 50% to 80% in the quantity of CO codes assigned to wireline service providers in each NPA with 25 or more rate areas in the top 100 MSAs.  It also reflects a 30% to 60% reduction for NPAs with 24 or less rate areas, starting 4/1/2002.  Subsequent NANP exhaust projections will incorporate the actual pooling rollout schedule when it is available.  For identified NPAs, NANPA determined the total number of rate centers in the NPA and applied the assumed percent reduction in CO code demand.

6. The FCC has requested comment on whether CMRS service providers subject to number portability should implement number pooling simultaneously with number portability, currently scheduled for November 24, 2002.  For purposes of this study, it is assumed that CMRS providers will implement pooling in those NPAs identified in Assumption 3 by January 1, 2003.  Therefore, the study reflects an additional 10% reduction in the number of CO codes assigned to wireless service providers in each pooling NPA starting 1/1/2003.  NOTE: Based on future data availability, more empirical data will be used to provide a more accurate projection of the impact of wireless participation in pooling on code demand

7. Pooling is implemented in all rate centers in a pooling NPA.  Even though pooling may not be implemented outside the MSA, but inside the NPA, it was assumed that pooling was implemented in all rate centers in a pooling NPA.
 

8. A new NPA code will be required when the number of assigned and unavailable CO codes reaches 800 NXXs.  

9. It is assumed that each new NPA will require the same number of unassignable codes as the current NPA has.  It appears that most of the unassignable codes in the existing NPA are duplicated in the new NPA.  There are also times when additional codes in the new NPA are marked unassignable.
 

10. No assumptions were made with regard to the relief method implemented (i.e., NPA split vs. overlay).  However, it was assumed that the selected relief method did not require the duplication of NXX codes.

11. The CO code demand for an exhausting NPA will be continued after relief.  By doing so, the demand for both the existing and new NPA codes will be taken into account for the geographic area covered by the original NPA.

12. The total quantity of available NPA codes at the time of exhaust will be 685 NPAs.  This figure is derived as follows: 800 NPAs less NPAs reserved for NANP expansion (80), N11 codes (8), 555 and 950 NPAs (2), toll-free NPAs (13)
 and non-geographic NPAs (12)
. 

13. To account for the variability of demand, a sensitivity analysis will be performed to the CO code demand in the pooling NPAs (i.e., demand will be increased and decreased by increments of 10%) to understand the impact on NANP exhaust. 

Report on 500, 900, CIC and 555 Resources

At the June 2000 NANC meeting, NANPA was requested to provide assignment information for the 500 and 900 NPAs.  The following tables provide a summary of activity, starting in January 2000 through June 2001.

NANPA has also included information concerning the 555 and CIC resources in this report.

500-NXX

· As of 7/1/01, there are 596 assignments in the 500-NXX resource; nine codes are not available for assignment (555 and all N11s).

· 195 codes are currently available for assignment.

· Over the past 18 months, the average monthly assignment rate is 17.11 codes per month.

· Projected exhaust for the 500-NXX resource is 11.4 months (May 2002).  [Note:  Reclaimed/returned 500-NXX assignments are not factored into this exhaust projection.]

· As of 7/1/01, there are 2225 assignments in the FGD CIC resource; 528 codes are currently available for assignment (248 in the 0XXX, 67 in the 5XXX and 461 in the 6XXX ranges).  

· Over the past 18 months, the average monthly assignment rate is 23.1 codes per month.

· Projected exhaust for the FGD CIC resource is 22.9 months (May 2003).  [Note:  Reclaimed/returned FGD CICs and unassigned codes in the 0XXX range are not factored into this exhaust projection.]

Interim Feature Group D CIC Assignment Procedures

In a letter dated June 25, 2001, the Chief, Common Carrier Bureau, directed NANPA to make available for assignment additional Feature Group D (FG D) CICs, starting August 6, 2001.   Presently, only CICs beginning with a five or six are available for assignment in the US.  The CCB directed NANPA to open the other CIC ranges for assignment on a first-come, first-serve basis, including the range beginning with zero.

The NANPA was also directed to assign available CICs in accordance with INC’s CIC Assignment Guidelines, except where the guidelines conflict with the directives in the Bureau’s letter.  Further, the NANPA could, if necessary and after consultation with the Bureau, establish interim procedures to effectuate the Bureau’s administrative instructions.  

In a letter dated July 10, 2001, NANPA proposed interim FG D assignment procedures, which were reviewed and approved by the Bureau.  Nearly all of the items identified in the interim procedures are consistent with the current CIC Assignment Guidelines.  NANPA wanted to re-emphasize to applicants the information needed when submitting a request for a FG D assignment in order to avoid any potential problems in processing an application.  The one difference between these interim procedures and the current guidelines is that the 10-business day processing requirement be expanded to 20 business days.  This will ensure sufficient time for NANPA to respond to all applicants in a consistent manner in the event there is a large quantity of applications resulting from the availability of CICs from these previously unavailable ranges.  NANPA will return to the 10-business day processing interval as soon as applications return to their pre-August 6 levels.  NANPA will inform the Bureau on a weekly basis the quantity of applications received with the goal of returning to the 10-business day interval as soon as possible.

By letter dated October 23, 1995, the Common Carrier Bureau (Bureau) directed the North American Numbering Plan Administrator (NANPA) to transition from three-digit to four-digit Feature Group D Carrier Identification Codes (CICs) to increase the number of CICs available for assignment.
  A plan developed by the Industry Numbering Committee (INC) to transition from three- to four-digit CICs included a transition period during which common carriers could use both three- and four-digit CICs.
   In accordance with the plan, the NANPA was to cease assigning three-digit CICs during the transition period (which included their equivalent – four-digit CICs that begin with a zero), and to begin assigning four-digit CICs, but only those in the 5XXX and 6XXX ranges.  At the conclusion of the transition period, a zero was added to all three-digit CICs to convert them into four-digit CICs. The conversion from three to four-digit CICs was completed successfully on December 31, 1999.

Since the limitation on assignable CICs was imposed, U.S. carriers have only been assigned four-digit CICs that begin with either a five or a six.
  Despite the restriction, a U.S. carrier has petitioned the Commission for a specific CIC beginning with a zero; that petition remains pending.
  The NANPA continued to assign such CICs to Canadian common carriers, however, at the request of the Canadian regulatory authorities.  Recently, the NANPA reported to the North American Numbering Council (NANC) that the current pool of eligible CICs in the 5XXX and 6XXX ranges will exhaust in approximately 18 months,
 and advised that planning should begin immediately to make the other ranges of CICs available for assignment to U.S. carriers.  

We agree that the successful transition from three to four digit CICs, the current and anticipated demand for CICs, and the projected exhaust of CICs in the 5XXX and 6XXX ranges all warrant modification to the administrative instructions issued previously by the Bureau.  Accordingly, the NANPA is hereby directed to lift the current administrative restriction on assignable four-digit CICs.  All available four-digit CICs, including those beginning with zero, shall be made available for assignment, except as explained below.


To ensure the continued availability of a sufficient number of CICs, the current limitation of two CICs per entity will remain in place at this time.  Entities that already have assigned to them two or more CICs may not request from the NANPA additional CICs from any range.  The Bureau may reexamine the necessity of this limitation after evaluating the NANC’s report assessing the impact of requiring that all resellers of telecommunications services obtain CICs.
  The NANC submitted this report to the Bureau on June 18, 2001.

Entities may begin requesting available CICs in all ranges on August 6, 2001 at 12:00 p.m. (noon) Eastern Standard Time.  All properly filed CIC applications shall be processed by the NANPA on a first-come, first-served basis, in accordance with the INC Guidelines, except where the guidelines are in conflict with the directives herein.  

The NANPA is directed to withhold from assignment all CICs in the 411X and X411 formats.
  These CICs shall be deemed ”restricted” and unavailable for assignment until further notice.
  The NANPA may, if necessary and after consultation with the Bureau, establish interim procedures to effectuate the administrative instructions contained in this letter.

The Bureau intends to address other issues relating to the administration of CICs, including CIC reclamation and the propriety of the CIC Assignment Guidelines, paragraph 5.2, “Transfer of CICs,” which allow entities to retain more than two CICs if they are acquired through mergers and acquisitions.
  In resolving these issues, we seek to optimize the use of these valuable numbering resources, and we look forward to the NANPA’s continued cooperation in this effort.

This letter is in response to your correspondence dated June 25, 2001 concerning the opening of the remaining ranges of four-digit Feature Group D (FG D) Carrier Identification Codes (CICs), including those CICs beginning with a zero.  Based on your letter, NANPA will begin to make assignments from these ranges of FG D CICs on August 6, 2001 at 12:00 p.m. (noon) Eastern Daylight Time.  NANPA will withhold from assignment all CICs in the 411X and X411 formats.  These codes will be unavailable for assignment until further notice from the FCC Common Carrier Bureau (“Bureau”).

In your correspondence, you noted that NANPA may, if necessary and after consultation with the Bureau, establish interim procedures to effectuate the administrative instructions contained in your letter.  Attached to this letter are proposed interim FG D Assignment Procedures for your review and approval.  Nearly all of the items identified in the attached interim procedures are consistent with the current CIC Assignment Guidelines.  NANPA wishes to re-emphasize to applicants the information needed when submitting a request for a FG D assignment in order to avoid any potential problems in processing an application.  Please note however the NANPA proposes that the 10-business day processing requirement be expanded to 20 business days.  This will ensure sufficient time for NANPA to respond to all applicants in a consistent manner in the event there is a large quantity of applications resulting from the availability of CICs from these previously unavailable ranges.  As stated in the attached interim procedures, NANPA will return to the 10-business day processing interval as soon as applications return to their pre-August 6 levels.  Finally, please be assured that NANPA will be processing all applications as quickly as possible.  We will keep the Bureau informed on a weekly basis on the quantity of applications received with the goal of returning to the 10-business day interval as soon as possible.

With your approval, NANPA will post these interim FG D CIC assignment procedures to its web page and notify North American Numbering Council, the Industry Numbering Committee and Canadian regulatory and numbering authorities on their availability.

INTERIM FGD CIC ASSIGNMENT PROCEDURES
The following procedures become effective August 6, 2001 regarding the assignment of FGD CICs from all ranges until notified otherwise by the FCC:

Application Procedure

· Long distance carriers or long distance resellers must submit their application and Access Service Request (ASR) through a facilities-based local exchange carrier; the LEC will then submit the CIC application and the ASR to NANPA.  

· Local exchange carriers (LECs), competitive local exchange carriers (CLECs) or local resellers may submit their CIC application form directly to NANPA, along with a copy of the document issued by a State PUC granting the applicant authority to do business as a LEC, CLEC or local reseller.  

· Applications submitted in any other manner than set forth above will be considered as incomplete and will be denied.

· If two (2) CIC assignments are requested, two (2) separate applications with the appropriate attachments should be submitted with each application.

· A specific code or codes should be requested on the application form.  When a code within a specific range is requested, the range should be clearly communicated (i.e., 3XXX would reflect a preference in the 3000 range, or 74XX would reflect a preference in the 7400-7499 range).

Conditions for Processing Applications

· No applications will be accepted prior to 12:00 noon EDT on August 6, 2001 for processing in the newly-opened ranges.  This specific time will allow an equal opportunity for applicants in all time zones to submit applications, and will ensure that NANPA is prepared to monitor and ensure the successful operation of facsimile equipment.

· All CIC applications will be handled on a first come, first served basis.

· Reclaimed or returned CICs are not available for re-assignment until they have remained in “idle” status for 6 months.

· Requests for the “reservation” of codes will not be accepted.  

· All applications should be completed neatly.  All information should be legible and clear, and must be verified for accuracy before submittal to NANPA.

· Unsigned or undated applications will be considered incomplete and will be denied.  Incomplete applications will be also be denied.

· For U.S. applicants, the ACNA field (Question #3 on the CIC application form) must be completed with a valid ACNA assignment received from the Common Language Group at Telcordia Technologies; if possible, a copy of the confirmation of the ACNA assignment should be submitted with the CIC application.

· If the current assignee of a FGD CIC that has been assigned for more than 4 months requests the return of that CIC in “exchange” for the assignment of a CIC within the newly-opened ranges, NANPA must have verification on file from a facilities-based local exchange carrier that access service has been established on the original assignment.  If access service on the original FGD CIC assignment has not been established within 4 months from the date of assignment, NANPA will not exchange the CIC, and that original CIC, as per the CIC Assignment Guidelines, is subject to reclamation.  

Exceptions to CIC Assignment Guidelines

· The limit is two (2) FGD CICs per entity.  (“Entity” is defined in the CIC Assignment Guidelines as “A firm or group of firms under common ownership or control.”)  The most recent CIC Assignment Guidelines reflects a limit of 6 FGD CICs per entity; the current limit imposed at the direction of the Common Carrier Bureau of the FCC is an exception to the limit reflected in the CIC Assignment Guidelines. 

· The processing time for a CIC application is increased from 10 business days (as currently specified in the CIC Assignment Guidelines) to 20 business days.  When the number of CIC applications has returned to the pre-August 6, 2001 level, NANPA will advise the FCC that it is appropriate to return to the 10 business day timeframe for processing of CIC applications.
· Applicants are strongly encouraged to submit their CIC applications to NANPA via facsimile so that a obvious record/time stamp will appear on each application received by NANPA.  Applications and supporting documentation should be faxed to 202-887-0331 or 208-694-5329 and should be clearly marked to the attention of “Nancy Fears, NANPA”.
Codes Not Available For Assignment

· Any and all FGD CICs in the format of 411X or X411 are blocked from assignment pursuant to a specific directive from the FCC.

· 9000-9199 are blocked from assignment.  Pursuant to the CIC Assignment Guidelines, these CICs have been set aside as intranetwork CICs and are therefore unassignable.

· FGD CICs 0000 and 5000 are blocked from assignment as they are considered to be used for testing purposes.

Unavailable Code Project Update

As of July 13, 2001, NANPA has received input from all of the former code administrators.  NANPA is now in the process of developing a list of currently unavailable codes that are candidates to become immediately available for assignment.  NANPA is concentrating its initial review on those NPAs where there is a low quantity of available NXX codes, in an effort to bring some relief, if possible, in these instances.  Some follow-up by NANPA with the former code administrators will be required.  This information will be posted on the NANPA web site when available. This will allow all carriers in the respective NPAs to notify NANPA if there is an issue with any one of these codes returning to the available status.  

For those NXXs that remain unavailable, NANPA will categorize these codes based upon the description provided (e.g., testing, mass calling, etc.) update its Code Administration database with the reason why the code is unavailable.  This information will then be posted to the NANPA web page.  As previously stated, NANPA wants to review all the responses to see if there can be some consistency in describing the reason why a code is unavailable prior to updating its database. 

Returned Codes with Ported Telephone Numbers

At the June 2001 NANC meeting, NANPA reported on the issue of returned codes with ported TNs.  NANPA outlined a process, which had been reviewed and approved by the FCC’s Common Carrier Bureau, to reassign a block/code with ported TNs to the entity that has the most ported TNs.  Further, NANPA noted that permission had been granted by the NAPM LLC for NANPA to receive an ad hoc report that identifies the entities and associated quantity of ported TNs found in a returned NXX code. 

The following is an update on the status of this issue:

· NANPA has requested and received the first ad hoc report from the NPAC.  NANPA is currently reviewing the report to determine if it meets our need for assistance in identifying and selecting a new code assignee in those cases where numbers have been ported out of a code.  Once this process is complete, NANPA will notify the NPAC of any required changes in code assignee information for updating of the NPAC database.

· Following the June NANC meeting, there were follow-up discussions and clarifications with the national Pool Administrator (PA) and the Common Carrier Bureau concerning a better method to handle returned codes with ported TNs in a pooling environment.  Specifically, rather than have the quantity of ported TNs determine what service provider to make the new LERG assignee, the carrier with the most assigned blocks in the returned code would become the new LERG assignee.  Any unused blocks (10% or less contamination) would be donated by the new LERG assignee to the pool.  With this approach, the PA would not have to request a report from the NPAC to identify the ported TNs, and thus avoid the cost associated with the NPAC creating such a report.  Further, this saves a resource (1K block) since a carrier who does not already have a block would have to retain a block to become the LERG assignee. 

· Using available distribution channels, NANPA intends to send a reminder to code holders of their responsibility, per the Central Office Code Assignment Guidelines, to submit a Part 1 application to NANPA in order to return a code and not to change routing information in appropriate databases until NANPA has processed the application and responded with a Part 3.  For pooling service providers, they should follow the Thousand-Block Number Pooling Administration Guidelines and notify the PA if the LERG Assignee is no longer able to perform default LERG assignee functions (e.g., the service provider is no longer providing service in the area served by that NXX code).

· NANPA is discussing with the FCC other actions that can be taken to avoid the disconnect of codes with ported TNs and avoiding potential interruptions of customer service.

Per the June 2001 NANC agreement, NANPA will continue to report on this matter to the NANC.

� At the time of this study, the National Pool Administrator had not been selected and therefore a national rollout schedule of pooling by NPA had not been developed.


� Effective May 8, 2001, the federally mandated utilization threshold in effect at the time of the study was implemented for all NPAs.  The potential impact of utilization thresholds on CO demand was factored in by NANPA by reducing CO code demand based upon the individual NPA’s overall utilization rate as reported in NRUF data (February 1, 2001 submissions).  In future projections, this assumption should include the CO code growth rate when considering the impact of utilization thresholds on code demand.
