Central Office Code Assignments  

· Assignments in the first half of 2006 totaled 2,109 (compares with 1,891 assignments in the same time period in 2005).
· Returns for 2006 are down by over 200 codes as compared to the first half of 2005 (369 returns in 2006 compared with 579 in 2005).
NPA Relief Planning

Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (report attached)

There are 3 NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:
· CA 310 – Permissive 7D or 1+10D dialing started December 31, 2005, and mandatory 1+10D dialing starts July 26, 2006.  Code assignments from the new 424 NPA will be effective August 26, 2006.  Implementation and customer education activities are underway.  
· IL 815 – The 779 NPA overlay implementation dates have been set by the industry and are included in Planning Letter 354, which is available on the NANPA website.  Permissive 10-digit dialing begins August 19, 2006 and mandatory dialing on February 17, 2007.  Earliest new NPA central office code activation date is March 17, 2007.
· IL 630 has an approved relief plan in place.  On July 24, 2006, NANPA conducted a follow up meeting with the industry.  NANPA and the industry will continue monitoring the code availability to determine when to start implementation.

New NPA Relief Projects

· NM 505 - NANPA filed a relief petition for the NM 505 NPA on April 19, 2006.  The industry provided an NPA split and NPA overlay for consideration by the New Mexico PRC.  The PRC has been conducting public meetings throughout June and July, 2006. 
· KY 270 – NANPA updated the relief planning petition on July 25, 2006 at the request of the Commission staff.
NRUF Activities

August 1 NRUF Submission Cycle
The August 1, 2006 NRUF submission cycle is underway.  Per the FCC Numbering Resources Optimization Order (NRO Order), FCC 00-104, carriers must report numbering utilization and forecast data on a semi-annual basis to the NANPA.

For the upcoming August 1, 2006 NRUF (Form 502) due date, carriers are reminded to report utilization data as of June 30, 2006 and forecast data for the next 4 1/2 years, with Year 1 on all forecast forms referring to additional resources needed for the remainder of 2006.  The August 1, 2006 NRUF (Form 502) is due on or before close of business on Tuesday, August 1, 2006.

Please see the NANPA website, www.nanpa.com, through “Services” then “NRUF Data Collection and Analysis” for directions regarding methods of submission and to download the NRUF 502 Geographic Job Aid and/or the Non-Geographic Job Aid.  As a reminder, if you have not already registered to be a user of the NANP Administration System (NAS), you must do so prior to submitting your NRUF.  This applies to all reporting carriers who intend to submit NRUF data via email, FTP, or the NAS on-line capability.

Updated NRUF Training Documents

Training documents to help service providers with NAS registration and NRUF filing have recently been updated:

· NAS User Registration Guide – The latest version (1.5v) of the NAS User Registration Guide includes an expanded Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) section covering topics applicable to any NAS user as well as those registering for specific areas such as CO Code, NRUF or Other NANP Resources.

· NRUF (Form 502) On-Line Training Guide – This training guide (1.2v) was updated to further highlight the features of NRUF reports available to NRUF users including expanded text on non-geographic reports and the Utilization Missing Report.

· NRUF Geographic Job Aid – The Geographic Job Aid, for use in filing geographic Form 502, was updated June 1, 2006 to include direction on NAS-NRUF overwriting rules and to clarify text in other areas, such as the use of rate center abbreviations when filing NRUF data.

· NRUF Non-Geographic Job Aid – The Non-Geographic Job Aid, for use in filing the non-geographic Form 502, was revised with similar text as the Geographic Job Aid pertaining to overwriting rules, and also to update information on Year 1 forecasts.

NANPA Change Order 6
NANPA submitted Change Order 6 in response to INC Issue 517 (Denying NXX assignment to SP that has opted into Pooling).  This issue requires NANPA to deny the assignment of a central office code to a service provider that is participating in pooling in a voluntary pooling rate center, if the service provider did not submit its request through the National Pooling Administrator.
