Minutes
1. Roll Call (see last page for attendees).
2. Reviewed and discussed documented submitted by Karen Norcross 
2.1 I would like the document to specifically reflect that p-ANIs are numbering resources and need to be treated and protected as such.  
A discrepancy was noted between Section 8.2 Routing Numbering Administration and Section 10 Routing Number Administration.  The NANC recommendation shows that the reference in Section 8.2 is correct.  Section 10 will be updated to reflect the correct name.

Agreement Reached:  p-ANI Numbering Resource(s) may be a better term; another suggestion is to address the term in Section 1.0 such as p-ANIs are considered a numbering resource …; The preference is to clarify the term early in the document – we will recommend to INC. Section 10 will be updated to reflect the correct name.

2.2   The use of the terms PSAP or 9-1-1 Governing Authority do not belong in this document.  These are numbering resources that can be reclaimed, or given another use, by the FCC at any time.  The specific future use of a numbering resource is not the responsibility of the NANPA, the PA, or the RNA. State commissions are well-versed in the need for numbering resources, safety valve requests, proprietary data uses (NRUF, daily reports), and conflict resolution.
Agreement Reached:  The regulatory authority varies by state; No objection to the existing use of terms until a ruling from the FCC.
2.3 .1.k.4  A user may need multiple individual profiles and passwords 
The sentence should be reworded as follows, “Multiple passwords and multiple profiles are associated with multiple users within the company.  It is possible that multiple profiles would be required, such as one for wireless, one for VoIP, etc.

Agreement Reached: We will request the INC to change last sentence in 5.1.k.4 to “Multiple passwords and multiple profiles are associated with multiple users within the company.”  
2.4  Initial information is requested the first time a service provider requests a p-ANI numbering resource.  However, p-ANI numbering resources are requested by NPA.
Agreement Reached: We will recommend removal of the second box in Section 1.4 of the Part 1 form.
2.5 I realize there are parties that wish to eliminate the Switch ID from forms and documents related to the allocation of numbering resources; however, wording in this document reflects the need for the RNA to associate each p-ANI request with a particular switch.  Suggestion: Further discussion
This item refers to the CLLI code of the Selective Router.

Agreement Reached: No objection at this time as the INC is aware that they will need to work with other industry bodies to determine how the association of the CLLI code with the selective router can be shown in documents. 
Path Forward:  Meeting minutes will be distributed and the co-chairs will work on correspondence back to the INC.  
NANC Slides will be distributed for team review and we will determine if another call needs to be held at that time.
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
