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1. New Member Recruitment
· New member recruitment continues to be a high priority at the NAPM LLC.
· The NAPM LLC recruitment efforts are focused on identifying and recruiting VoIP providers.
·  A CLEC has expressed a strong interest in becoming a member of the NAPM LLC.  The NAPM LLC sent the company a membership package and is now waiting for their reply.
2. Action Item from the July 16, 2009 NANC Meeting
· At the July 16th NANC meeting the NANC Representative from Cox Communications asked what the minority position was of the company/companies that did not vote in favor of Amendment 62 and Amendment 70.  The NAPM LLC Co-Chair took an action item to consult the NAPM LLC meeting minutes and provide the information.
· The NAPM LLC reviewed the meeting minutes and developed a response to the question asked by the Cox representative.
· The response was sent to the NANC Chairman on September 17, 2009 for distribution to the NANC.
3. Approval of SOW 73 (LNPA WG recommendations for enhancements to the NPAC)
· The NAPM LLC approved SOW 73 by the required Super Majority vote (the vote was unanimous) in September 2009. This amendment provides change orders that will enhance the functionality of the NPAC.  
· Included among other change orders in the system release are change orders that provide increases to NPAC throughput performance and SPID Migration Automation.
4. NAPM LLC Response to the Telcordia Petition

· The NAPM LLC filed Comments and Reply Comments to the Telcordia Petition in WC Docket 09-109.
5. Future of NPAC Subcommittee
· The NAPM LLC formed a standing subcommittee in March 2009 that is charged with determining recommendations for the future of the NPAC including the time frame for developing an RFI/RFP for future vendors and contracts.
· The subcommittee’s goal is to meet monthly and report to the full membership during the monthly NAPM LLC meeting. 
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
