· 4/08 – Held discussion with WI PSC staff on issues surrounding implementation of adjacent 715 & 920 NPA relief projects. Subjects included ANI changes, length of permissive dialing & possible extensions requests from Alarm Cos., LNP functions, dual permissive dialing for two splits and possible inquiry to industry.

· 4/08 – Provided various publicly available NY 315 data to NYS DPS Staff as requested for their preparation for public statement hearings and educational forums.

· NANPA responded to 45 NANPA feedback emails from 3/1/08 to 3/31/08.
Beth Sprague covered the Code Admin matrix.

Nancy Fears covered the Other Resources matrix.

· Six performance measurements were due in March and they were all completed on time.

· We conducted customer surveys for two Industry conference calls during March.  The average score for overall satisfaction with the meetings was 4.96 out of a maximum of 5.0 and the score for “NANPA effectively explained the alternatives” was 5.0 out of 5.0.  Of the 61 attendees, 31 or 51% responded to the surveys.

· We responded to all voicemail and email messages within one business day.

· Answered questions from KY and WV Staffs concerning the impact of the Revised NPA exhaust projections for the KY 270 and WV 304 NPAs.  Made it clear the dates would not change again with the April NRUF.

· 3/3 – NYS PSC issued a notice inviting comments from interested parties on the DPS Staff white paper regarding NPA relief for the NY 315 NPA.  Comments were requested on the overlay recommended by the telecommunications industry as well as three split options formulated by the Staff.

· 3/4 – Facilitated the WV 304/681 NPA overlay implementation meeting.  Forty-one industry participants representing 18 companies attended the call.  

· 3/21 – Final minutes of the WV 304/681 NPA initial implementation meeting and Planning Letter 375 were published.  Permissive 7-digit or 10-digit dialing starts July 26, 2008 and mandatory dialing starts February 28, 2009. 

· 3/31 – KY PSC issued order changing the start of permissive dialing from 1/1/09 to no later than April 1, 2010.  The PSC deferred setting a date certain for mandatory dialing.
