Process Improvement Plan (PIP) Review

Two items were added.  Change order #6 and the NAS/NRUF error message.  Tony Wimbish is the new FCC Contract Officer for the NANPA contract.  The respective NANPA people under their sections will cover other PIP updates.

NANPA Complaints

There were two complaints, one in July and one in August; neither is related to NANPA issues.

The July complaint was regarding reception of phones.  The August complaint was a cell phone where the incoming *73 not working.

Code Administration

Beth reviewed all of the C.O. Code measurements.  All were met.

Discussed rate center consolidations – Norristown, PA, codes were changed.  They had very short notification.

Other Resources
Reviewed all of the measurements.  All were met.  

NRUF

Reviewed submissions, errors, anomalies, etc.  All measurements were met.  There were no state reports or revised job aides.  Did internal reviews prior to NRUF submission.  Internal training of Code Administration staff was conducted in preparation for the August 1 NRUF submission cycle.

There was discussion regarding the timing of sending out the 2nd quarter NANPA newsletter.  Because John was out of the office, it was late in getting published and sent out.  The NRUF articles were similar to articles published in previous NANPA newsletters.  Also, the information contained in some of the articles was included in the NRUF reminder sent June 1st.  The NRUF is a daily ritual with many companies and the information is still useful.  The corrective action taken was Al and John will work together to get this published by the middle of the month following the end of the quarter.

NPA Relief Planning

All measurements met.  

Reviewed what was happening and pending in relief planning.

Some of the activities were:

Joe has volunteered to send out the notification for the 310/424 post mortem meeting via NSS.

217 NPA had proposed decision and Joe will post when gets final.   

NANPA attended all 15 New Mexico public meetings for pending area code relief.  There is interesting information on the website www.nm575.info to see comments.  There are 86 pages of public comment.  The public appears to favor a split.

The local comp. Docket is ordered to be closed in CA.  There are 18 NPAs still in rationing and decisions to suspend relief.  The commission says those are still in effect.

The 714 NPA should be an overlay.  760 NPA not sure.

The Washington Commission asked for an update on the status of the 360 NPA and their options.

NANP Administration Process/Procedures

INC – Discussed Issue 517, which NANPA submitted regarding Appendix C and intra-SP ports.

NANPA did not know status of September NANC.  John has posted all reports he has been provided to the NANC website for the July 18 meeting, which was canceled.

There is a new member to the NANC from Washington state.  Phil Jones, Commissioner representing NARUC.

NANPA informed the NOWG that it has been dealing with inquires/requests regarding 500 NXX requests.  NANPA has received direction from the FCC that no VOIP provider is to be assigned these NANP resources.  Entities are trying to get resources in a variety of ways.  NANPA is keeping the FCC informed on requests they have received.  Eventually NANPA wants to go to INC with additions to guidelines to make sure they do not make any assignment mistakes.

The next NANPA/NOWG call is September 20th.
