Change Order #23

Discussion of change order #23 and the pooling administrator’s response to NOWG questions.  It appears one of the major issues is that blocks may become (further) contaminated after donation/return to the pool.  
Section 4.4.I of the INC guidelines states the block holder should verify any “contaminated” thousand block received from the PA.  It was suggested that a slight modification to this section is warranted; SPs should verify any (pristine or contaminated) block received. 

There was consensus to have the PA check the embedded base one time to make sure the blocks in their inventory for assignment still met the criteria of either being pristine or 10%-or-less contaminated.  

There was discussion about having an enhancement to the Part 3 form to remind service providers receiving blocks to check them to make sure they meet the parameters of the request.  It was agreed that such a form change would need to be initiated at INC and would likely result in a PAS change. 

It was agreed that an additional reminder for SPs to verify contaminants be posted on the PA web site. 

Once the FCC rules on Change Order 23, the NOWG will notify INC about the suggested text change.
