PIP:  

John Manning reviewed the PIP with the following updates:

· Text on the 555 in-service confirmation has been updated (INC Issue 640)

· NAS NRUF User Guide has been updated

· Reviewed Part 4-PA process with the code administrators
· Worked with OK, CA, AR and IL commission staff on area code relief

· Provided a review of the NRUF missing utilization notification process to various states (on an individual basis)
 

NANPA Complaints:  
· There were no complaints for July.

 

NAS:  
· Next NAS maintenance build will be toward the end of September.
· NAS Registration process – new enhanced security feature.  Once a new user is issued a new password, they will be required to log in within 14 calendar days upon initial login sequence; they will be assigned a new password.  This will eliminate the help desk knowing the users password.

· John Manning also noted a new feature for NNS notices – currently when a user is disabled, they do not receive NNS notifications.  With this new feature, there will be an intermediate step where the user will go to a 90 suspend status which will enable them to continue to receive NNS notifications.  During the suspend status, the user will receive emails reminding them to contact NANPA regarding their access.  The NANPA added in this feature to help users retain their access to NNS notifications.
 

Code Quality:
· All metrics were met for the month of July. 

Code Conflicts:  
· It was noted that there were 7 code rejects and these rejects were at the request of multiple service providers and not the result of NANPA assigning a code incorrectly.    

· It was noted that there four code reclaimed in July.
 

Other Resources:  
· Nancy Fears reported that all applications were processed on time.
· Reclamation was started on 10 assignments

· A total of 22 codes were either returned or reclaimed (16 were CICs and 5 were 5YY assignments)

· It was noted that there are 65 NXXs available in the 500 NPA.  Based on current assignment rate, the 500 resource is scheduled to exhaust the 2nd half of 2009.
 

NRUF

· All metrics were met for the month of July.
· There were 4273 NRUF submission and 2540 confirmation notifications were sent.
NPA Relief

· All metrics were met for the month of July.

· Wayne Milby reported that the PA PUC denied the recommendations for the two overlays.
· Joe Cocke reported that there were no issues reported with the start of permissive dialing for the OR 541/458 overlay on 7/12.
