Purpose of Call:  To discuss proposed modifications to NANPA’s role in the NPA process.

Laura Dalton reviewed the history of the issue that prompted the NPA document and Karen Riepenkroger reviewed the document.

Bruce Bennett noted the document is much improved, and now reflects previous NOWG discussions and comments through emails.  He voiced a concern about the establishment of subcommittees and how it relates back to the industry guidelines. Bruce suggested a URL hyper-link to the INC “NPA Code Relief Planning and Notification Guidelines” be included in the NANPA agenda, to allow industry participants the ability to view INC established guidelines. 

A bullet item was added to the document that noted if a State Commission NPA relief Order mandates a subcommittee(s), then subcommittee information will be added to the NANPA agenda.

NANPA should continue to review customer education, technical issues, INC NPA relief guidelines, etc. as part of the Industry meeting and agenda.  The only item to be removed from the NANPA agenda is the reference to subcommittees.

Modifications will be made to the NPA document and it will be circulated to the NOWG.  NANPA will prepare a revised NPA Agenda Template which will also be circulated.

Mark Lancaster is recommending that this document be submitted to the INC for their review before implementing this NANPA process.  Mark is recommending that this document be brought in as an Issue/document to INC.

Dana Brinnich asked how NANPA would distribute information about organizations (e.g. alarm companies, chamber of commerce) if there are no subcommittees formed.  Natalie noted that if we have no subcommittees formed, then there would be no communication coming from NANPA other than the planning letter, unless information is received from a State Commission.

NANPA’s behavior in NPA relief is driven by the INC Guidelines.  Mark is recommending that the NPA Relief Guidelines be updated.  Other participants on the call felt that INC Guideline changes would not be necessary.

NOWG resolved to wait and see NANPA’s revised NPA Agenda Template before deciding if the modifications to NANPA’s role will require an update to the INC guidelines.
