November 16, 2004

1. Introductions and Agenda Review

Karen Mulberry and Hoke Knox requested all to send an email to them to help organize the mailing list and to create the participant list for today’s call.

Bob Atkinson emphasized that this group’s work is important to the NANC and the FCC and it is wise that the NANC gets ahead of the curve to keep its eye on the future of numbering.

2. Review of NANC Principles

Karen reminded the participants to review the NANC principals previously distributed to the group.

3. Co-Chairs

The WG agreed that Hoke Knox and Karen Mulberry will be the co-chairs and that Jim Castagna will assist in the capacity as the secretary/scribe.

4. Develop Working Group Mission and Scope

The team reviewed and agreed to the initial draft of the following mission and scope. Comments are requested.

Future of Numbering Working Group

Mission

To explore changes to the environment, including new and future technologies, the impact of market place and/or regulatory changes and innovations on telephone numbering. 

Scope:

The Working Group will investigate new telephone numbering assignment approaches and future telephone number assignment requirements. The Working Group will identify common criteria and gather data to identify trends and their impact upon numbering resources. The Working Group, if necessary, will analyze opportunities to determine the feasibility and benefit of each and report its findings to the NANC. The Working Group will also analyze various topics that may be given to it from time to time by the NANC and/or FCC.

5. Navy NPA Request 

The WG discussed the Navy’s issue at the INC and the INC presentation to the NANC as a source of information for the group. The INC’s NPA Assignment Guidelines are posted on the INC’s website.

Karen emphasized we are to address the policy impacts and that the INC was tasked to address the technical feasibility. It was noted that the WG and the INC will together need to correspond with other groups, including other ATIS groups like ESIF or directly with NENA, for example. The group agreed that there are policy issues and contributions are needed.

Straw Work Plan

The group discussed the need to consider various scenarios that may influence and/or impact the future of numbering. Trends will need to be identified and their impact measured. Irrespective of the impact upon the future of numbering resources, the WG needs to report its findings at this stage to the NANC. This initial list identified today could be expanded, researched and discussed, leading to an assessment of the trends to understand the type and characteristics of the results of these trends upon the future of numbering.
