Report Items
· The Wireless Number Portability Operations team met in February 2003 on Monday the 17th and Tuesday the 18th.  

· The meeting started with a joint WNPO / WTSC meeting:

1. The inter-carrier test schedule remains unchanged.
2. WTSC had a meeting on January 22nd to discuss the possible addition of ICC test cases to be introduced at the February WTSC. Also, the WTSC is looking to the Wireless Workshop for new test cases that can further test the ICC process.
3. With regard to the database issue from last month, the WTSC will be putting together a list of test cases that can help point out possible database issues.  These test cases should be designed for both success and failure.
At the conclusion of this discussion, the joint meeting was adjourned and the WNPO began their meeting.

· Introductions were given and the agenda reviewed.

· Election was held for the vacant co-chair position.  Maggie Lee, Verisign was elected.

· Meeting minutes from January were discussed and corrections made for approval at the March meeting.

· OBF Update from Lonnie Keck, AT&T Wireless was given.  This discussion was with regard to a standard response from other providers outside of their business hours.  The concerns of the discussion will be taken back to OBF.

· New business:

1. Contaminated Pool Blocks - Discussion about carriers receipt of Pooled Blocks that did not meet pooling requirements was begun.  The ability of the PA to verify the status of a donated block was questioned.  A PIM will be introduced to allow the PA to verify the status with the NPAC prior to accepting a block or releasing one.

2. Porting and Pooling of Type 1 Numbers – Discussion about how the relationship between a Type 1 number holder and the provider of that number should be considered.  After much discussion, it was deemed that a call will be setup on March the 3rd to further discuss the issue.

3. Missing ISPs for Pooling – There is no M&P for NeuStar to act on behalf of the wireless carriers to correct the situation. We can’t use the current PIM 5 process (inadvertent port) because it is slightly different from that process but we could use this PIM as a template. It was suggested we must define the scope of the problem and clarify the issue.
4. Read Out of JIP Issue - A conference call with WNPO team members was held on Feb 5, 2003 in order to respond to an OBF letter about this issue.  The team agreed to send back a response requiring a more information before a recommendation can be made by WNPO.
5. LIDB Issue from December - This issue was identified by the submitting company as an error in process and has been closed.

· The draft revised NANC flows were reviewed; several corrections were identified and reported to the LNPA WG; these will be reviewed again next month.

· NeuStar presented their report - there is no new entrant testing occurring at this time; work is under way on Release 3.2; there are a total of 56 wireless service providers who have completed NDAs and applications with NeuStar as of the end of January; of these, 47 wireless service providers have also completed inter-connection plans; a total of 7 wireless service providers/service bureaus have completed new entrant testing. 

· The NENA representative gave a very brief report – no new issues from testing; for unregistered phones, it is difficult to identify invalid phones to block fraudulent calls to 911.  ATIS ESOP will be filing a report, on the surrogate number being delivered to help with this issue.
· Implementation Guideline and Narrative were both updated and are attached.
