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Karen welcomed everyone and turned the meeting over John.

· Participated in training in 1/08 conducted by the Pooling Administrator to review the Part 1 data elements collected by the new PAS.

· 1/08 – Included the NANPA CIC/500/900 reclamation letters sent to the INC on the CIC report page on the NANPA website.  Question:  Has a notice been sent to let everyone know of this new item?  No, but one can be sent if necessary.  After discussion, it was agreed that a notice should be sent.
· 1/08 – Provided INC GLs and list of NPAs since 1995 to OCC staff in preparation of 918 NPA relief planning.

· 1/08-Assisted CPUC with rate center list of the 760 NPA

· 1/08 – Assisted CPUC staff in development of City/County-NPA cross reference.

· 2/08 - Assisted WI PSC staff in understanding implementation process regarding the 715 & 920 relief projects.

· 2/08 - In response to the 1/29/08 WV PSC order to split the WV 304 NPA, NANPA has been working with the PSC Staff on the assignment of the new NPA code, press release and coordination of the initial NPA relief implementation meeting.

· 2/08 – Updated the NRUF State Database Guide to reference the latest version of Form 502 and add text on missing utilization notices sent to SPs within 45 days after the filing deadlines.

· NANPA responded to 67 NANPA feedback emails from 1/1/08 to 1/31/08.

· 2/08 – NANPA participated in a state regulatory training session and reviewed the NPA relief planning process, CO code administration and NRUF reporting.  A NAS demo was also provided.

· Issue 560: Miscellaneous Edits to NPA Code Relief Planning and Notification Guidelines was accepted at INC97.  Issue was moved to initial closure at INC98 (Feb 08 meeting).
· Issue 561: Include other types of non-voice services during permissive dialing for a geographic NPA split was accepted at INC97.  Issue was withdrawn at INC98.
· Issue 567: Changes to Footnote #9 (Section 3.1) in the CIC Assignment Guidelines was accepted at INC97. Issue was moved to initial closure at INC98.

Regarding the 500 NPA resources, as of 2/19/2008 there are 111 blocks available for assignment.  That should last through the first half of 2008 – if there are no significant changes.

· Four performance measurements were due in January and they were all completed on time.

· We responded to all voicemail and email messages within one business day.

· 1/8 – At the request of the NYS DPS Staff, NANPA calculated the relief alternative lives for three Staff developed relief alternatives to be included in their NY 315 NPA white paper.

· 1/16 – WV 304 NPA jeopardy review meeting to set aside additional codes for the PA.  Industry decided to set aside 6 additional codes and reconvene when the number of set asides drops to one code or less, or approximately 21 days after the April 2008 NRUF is published.

· 1/17 – KY 270 Start of Permissive Dialing implementation meeting held at the request of the Co-Chairs of the KY 270 Implementation subcommittee.  Consensus was reached that if the next NRUF exhaust does not change for the KY 270 NPA, the start of permissive dialing would be November 9, 2008 and the Industry would reconvene within 21 days after the publication of the April 2008 NRUF.

· 1/29 – WV PSC ordered a split along the Charleston-Clarksburg LATA as the relief method for the WV 304 NPA.  The new 681 NPA code for the northern and eastern portion of the existing 304 NPA was requested and assigned on 1/30/08.

· 2/13 – WV PSC grants petitions for Reconsideration filed by the Parties to the proceeding, modifies and reverses its January 29, 2008 Order and directs implementation of an all-services overlay for the 304 Numbering Plan Area.  The March 4th implementation meeting date will remain the same and another NNS notice will be distributed with a new map, draft PL, etc.
