Status Report to NANC

Report Items
· The Wireless Number Portability Operations team met in January 2003 on Monday the 13th and Tuesday the 14th.  

· The meeting started with a joint WNPO / WTSC meeting:

1. The inter-carrier test schedule was unchanged

2. NeuStar gave a presentation regarding testing with the NPAC and impacts of release 3.2 implementation.

3. During an inter-carrier test, a problem was experienced with the lack of a CNAM database update.  During this discussion, it was agreed that the WNPO would work the issue since it may be larger than one specific instance.

At the conclusion of this discussion, the joint meeting was adjourned and the WNPO began their meeting.

· Introductions were given and the agenda reviewed.

· Election was held for the vacant co-chair position.  Sean Hawking, AT&T Wireless was elected.

· WNPO co-chair, James Grasser, submitted his resignation; nominations will be accepted; an election will be held during the February WNPO meeting.

· Meeting minutes from December were approved

· New business:

1. Confirmation of an update to the production wireless conflict timer was read; the wireless conflict timer in the production system was extended to 24 hours and will be reset to 6 hours on 11/24/03.

2. LERG OCN vs NPAC SPID  -  an issue was raised regarding porting of non-migrated numbers assigned to a LEC’s Type 1 trunks.  In the case of a full code assigned to a LEC’s Type 1 trunk and used exclusively by a wireless service provider, issues will arise if those numbers are not “migrated” to the wireless service provider.  Communications are required between the LEC and the wireless service provider in sufficient time to ensure that the LEC can route calls to the porting number correctly.   Additional work will be done on this issue at the February WNPO.

3. BFRs / SLAs  -  contact information has been compiled and sent out; there was discussion around whether all wireless service providers had to send BFRs to all other wireless and wireline service providers;  excerpts were read  from FCC 97-74 and FCC 02-73A1 regarding the issuing of BFRs;  it was noted that some wireless service providers have begun issuing BFRs.

4. LIDB Issue from December  -  discussion of this issue and the earlier issue resulted in agreement that the wireless service providers need to understand the current processing requirements for updates to certain data bases including LIDB and CNAM; this issue will be further discussed at the February WNPO meeting.

· The draft revised NANC flows were reviewed;  several corrections were identified and reported to the LNPA WG;  these will be reviewed again next month.

· NeuStar presented their report  -  there is no new entrant testing occurring at this time; work is under way on Release 3.2;  there are a total of 53 wireless service providers who have completed NDAs and applications with NeuStar as of the end of December;  of these, 47 wireless service providers have also completed inter-connection plans; a total of 7 wireless service providers/service bureaus have completed new entrant testing. 

NeuStar reported that there were a total of 225,666 net wireless intra-service provider ports across all NPAC regions between October 1st and December 9th, 2002;  these intra-service provider ports were completed so that contaminated blocks could be donated to the Pool Administrator by wireless service providers.

· The NENA representative gave a very brief report – no new issues from testing;  for unregistered phones, it is difficult to identify invalid phones to block fraudulent calls to 911.

· Implementation Guideline and Narrative were both updated and are attached.

Next meeting is in Tampa, FL on February 17th and 18th.
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
