Observations
Total assignments 2003 YTD are 3,081 codes.  Net assignments 2003 YTD are 1,370 codes.  

Summary of Central Office Code Categories
The following are the definitions of the code categories included on the CO Code Activity Report. 

Requests – Sum of all the different categories of code requests by month.

Assignments – Quantity of CO code applications (i.e., the Part 1 Request form of the CO code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines) that resulted in the assignment of a code to a service provider.

Changes – Quantity of CO code applications that resulted in a change in the information associated with a code assignment.  Per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines, service providers submit a Part 1 Request form with the appropriate changes. 

Denials – Quantity of CO code applications that were denied assignment of a code because they failed to meet the criteria for assignment as prescribed by the CO Code Assignment Guidelines. 

Cancel– Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to either cancel or withdraw a previous assignment request.

Disconnects – Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to disconnect an assigned code.  Codes that are returned to NANPA are included in this category.

Reservations – Quantity of code applications requesting and receiving a code reservation per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines.  Applicants receiving a code reservation must submit a Part 1 Request form at the time they want the code to be assigned to them.

NPA Relief Planning Report

Changes to June 2003 NPA Exhaust Forecasts 

As noted previously in NANPA reports to the NANC, NANPA monitors CO code assignment rates in all NPA codes and will make adjustments to a projected NPA exhaust date if necessary.  Items that may impact the projected exhaust date include a reduction in CO code demand, the assignment or return of a large quantity of codes, or the implementation of CO rationing.  When changes are made by NANPA to an NPA code exhaust date, NANPA posts that change to the NANPA web page (found under ‘NPA Relief Planning’ and ‘Latest NRUF Results.’)  NANPA also contacts the state commission and addresses any questions the affected state commission may have.  A copy of the latest report is below.

Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (attached report)

There are seven NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

· CA 310 – As of January 6, 2004, there were 8 NXX codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 2 codes every other month.  

· CA 909 - As of January 6, 2004, there were 10 NXX codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 2 codes every month.  An NPA split has been approved by the CPUC.

· MS 601 – January 6, 2004, there were 78 codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 6 codes per month.  A relief plan (overlay) has been filed with the PSC.

· WV 304 - January 6, 2004, there were 67 codes available for assignment.  A relief plan (overlay) has been filed with the PSC.

· IL 815 - January 6, 2004, there were 59 codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 5 codes per month.  A relief plan (overlay) has been filed with the PSC.

· IL 630 - January 6, 2004, there were 41 codes available for assignment.  A relief plan (overlay) has been filed with the PSC.

· IL 217 - January 6, 2004, there were 139 codes available for assignment.  A relief plan (overlay) has been filed with the PSC.

NRUF Update

Per the FCC Numbering Resources Optimization Order (NRO Order), FCC 00-104, carriers must provide semi-annual reports (Form 502 reports) on their number inventory utilization and forecasted need for numbering resources.  The February 1, 2004  Form 502 submission deadline is on or before February 2, 2004.  Utilization data should be as of December 31, 2003.  Forecast data for the February submission is based on the next 5 years, and Year 1 on all forecast forms refers to 2004. Ccarriers are directed to submit the February 2, 2004 NRUF submissions (excel workbook) to cocus@neustar.com. Carriers should refer to the Form 502 Job Aid for unique specifications and direction to submit the Form 502 via EFT.    The August 1, 2003 Form 502 submission will be in effect, for purposes of checking that a code/block

applicant has an NRUF on File when requesting resources, until February 2, 2004.   

Please note that if a carrier needs to update the forecast portion of their August 1, 2003 Form 502 submission between January 2 and January 30, the carrier should send a new Form 502, containing only forecast information, to rev-cocus@neustar.com.   Please note that carriers should only send August 1, 2003 forecast updates to rev-cocus@neustar.com between January 2 and January 30.  If a carrier needs to change a February 2, 2004 Form 502 submission during that timeframe, they are asked to send the revision to LaShanda.Tomlinson@neustar.com (Please note that carriers should always provide, in the email transmitting the updated form, the unique form number contained in the email they received confirming that the submission was accepted without errors or email notification of errors).

The Form 502 Geographic Job Aid was updated on December 1, 2003 to reflect additional clarifications for completing and submitting the Form 502, and can be downloaded from the same site.

The Form 502 Non-Geographic Job Aid was updated on December 1, 2003 to reflect additional clarifications for completing and submitting the Form 502, and can be downloaded from the same site.

NANP Administration System (NAS) Overview

As part of its new NANPA contract, NeuStar is deploying a new NANP Administration System (NAS) that will enable service providers, regulators and other interested parties to have the capability to submit resource requests, provide number utilization and forecast data, obtain resource reports and receive notifications concerning number administration.  See the 1st Quarter 2004 NANPA Newsletter for more information.

Capabilities

NAS supports the variety of number administration functions.  Some of these capabilities include:

· Service providers will be to enter and submit the Central Office Code Part 1s, MTEs, and Part 4s through a secure, web-based system, as is the case today. 

· Service providers will also be able to enter and submit via the secure web-based system the appropriate applications forms for 500-NXXs, 900-NXXs, 456-NXXs, Carrier Identification Codes, 555 line numbers and 800-855 line numbers.

· In addition to submitting utilization and forecast data (i.e., NRUF) via email and FTP, NAS will provide service providers the capability to submit this information online, to include providing updates to this data throughout the submission cycle. 

· Interested parties will be able to receive notifications on such items as changes to assignment guidelines, NRUF requirements, report availability, client education and system maintenance and availability.  Notifications will also be available on a state-by-state basis, providing information about NPA relief planning activities, jeopardy notifications and state-specific regulatory activities. 

· State commissions will have online access to service-provider submitted utilization and forecast data provided via NRUF for their respective area codes.
Schedule

· December 16 – 23, 2003 – NAS User Acceptance Testing

· Completed – Fifteen individuals representing six service providers and four state commissions participated

· Tested NAS registration, submission of CO Code and other resource applications as well as on-line NRUF capabilities

· January 7 – 9, 2004 – NAS User Registration Training

· Completed – Over 300 state and service provider representatives signed up for training and received training materials

· Over 200 individuals participated in training

· January 12, 2004

· NAS user registration began; only registration is available in NAS from January 12 – February 8, 2004. 

· Week of January 26, 2004

· Training sessions for NAS capabilities

· Announcement of training sessions and specific dates forthcoming

· February 9, 2004

· Scheduled NAS cutover and new NANPA website availability

NRUF and NAS

Presently, service providers submit utilization and forecast data via email (i.e., excel spreadsheet) or Electronic File Transfer (EFT) using FTP.  Both of these submission methods will remain available.  NAS will also support the on-line submission of NRUF information as well.  

Since service providers are required to report NRUF data by February 1, 2004, the FCC recognized that the timing of the transition to the new system needed to be adjusted to minimize confusion.  Consequently, NRUF on-line capabilities will not be available until April 2004.  This delay will allow NANPA to work with service providers to ensure that their February NRUF submissions are accurate and complete before migrating the data to NAS.  Further, it will avoid attempting to migrate the data to the new system during the busiest time when the data is continuously being updated and corrected.  The actual date for cutover will be coordinated with the FCC and be based on the volume of NRUF submissions.  NANPA will notify the industry when the on-line capability becomes available.  

Please note that NRUF on-line capability will be an optional submission method; carriers will continue to have the options to submit the NRUF Form 502 excel spreadsheet via email or to submit the NRUF Form 502 via EFT (according to the NRUF specifications located on the NANPA website).

Enterprise Services

Under the FCC NANPA contract, NANPA is required to offer four enterprise services.  These services include Administrative Operating Company Number (AOCN) services, entry of paper submissions of resource applications, entry of paper NRUF submissions and NANPA testimony in state regulatory hearings.

In the past, service providers were able to submit paper applications for NANP resources.  Under the new NANPA contract, NANPA is now required to support the paper entry of resource applications as an enterprise service.  NANPA will enter paper submissions (faxed or mailed copies) of resource applications into the NAS on behalf of the applicant.  This includes the application form as well as the in-service confirmation forms (e.g., for central office code administration, the Part 1 and associated MTE if applicable and Part 4 forms). 

New NANPA Website

The NANPA website is being completely restructured to incorporate the requirements of new web technology, lessons learned from the current site and the new NANPA contract.  The new site will be available concurrently with the introduction of NAS.

NANP Notification System (NNS)

The NANP Notification System (NNS) provides a vehicle for NANPA to issue notifications when significant events occur.  NNS replaces the current Document Distribution Service (DDS) as well as the various electronic mailing lists (e.g., nanp-info, code-admin, nruf-info and nanpa-newsletter) available through the NANPA website.  

Notifications fall under two categories: Geographic and Non-Geographic Notifications.  Geographic Notifications are those issued for documents that have been generated for specific states and/or NPAs.  Non-Geographic Notifications are those that relate to the entire NANP and are not related to a specific state or NPA.
