· 2005 assignments increased approximately 180 codes

· Returned codes in 2004 and 2005 were basically the same. 

· Net assignments in 2004 were 2,144; for 2005, they were 2,307; up 163 codes.

· Central Office Code Assignment Activity Records - Central office code assignment activity for each area code on a monthly basis.  The report provides the total number of central office codes assigned each month in each NPA as well as the quantity of codes returned that month as well as for the year.  

· Part 3 Disconnect Report - Daily listing of central office codes with a pending disconnect date.  

· Central Office Code Activity Status Report – Total number of new applications processed by NANPA by month for each state, including assignments, denials, changes and return requests.

NANPA assigned two (2) NPA codes in 2005: NPA 730 for Illinois and NPA 762 for Georgia.  In addition, NPA 835 in Pennsylvania was returned to the NPA inventory and reserved for relief for the 484/610 overlay. 

Two (2) area codes have gone into service (829 in the Dominican Republic and 769 in Mississippi).  For NPA 769, no CO code assignments will be made until the 601 NPA exhausts.  Looking back over the past five years, 2 NPAs were placed in service in 2004, 3 NPAs in 2003, 9 NPAs in 2002, 26 NPAs in 2001 and 14 in 2000.

Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (report attached)

There are 4 NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

· CA 310 – Permissive 7D or 1+10D dialing started December 31, 2005, and mandatory 1+10D dialing starts July 26, 2006.  Codes from the new 424 NPA will be effective August 26, 2006.  
· IL 630 and 815 and GA 706 have approved relief plans in place.
New NPA Relief Projects

· NM 505 and IN 812 are scheduled to begin relief planning in March 2006.

NRUF Reporting

The February 1, 2006 NRUF submission cycle is underway.  Per the FCC Numbering Resources Optimization Order (NRO Order), FCC 00-104, carriers must report numbering utilization and forecast data on a semi-annual basis to the NANPA.

Carriers are to report utilization data as of December 31, 2005 and forecast data for the next 5 years, with Year 1 on all forecast forms referring to resources needed for 2006.  The February 1, 2006 NRUF (Form 502) is due on or before close of business on Wednesday, February 1, 2006.

The NRUF Job Aids have recently been updated with new references to NAS on-line training resources, current web links, and revised guidance on NAS user registration.
