Summary of CO Code Activity

Central Office Code Assignments

Since June 2003, the average CO code assignment rate is 250 codes per month.  The highest month was March 2004 (434 assignments) and the lowest amount was December 2003 (164 codes).  Over the same time period, the average quantity of code returns is 113 codes per month.  This translates into a net average monthly assignment rate of 137 codes.  

New Utilization Requirement Effective June 30, 2004

As required by the FCC 2nd NRO Order, effective June 30, 2004, service providers must meet a utilization requirement of at least 75% before NANPA can assign an additional code in the rate center in which the service provider is requesting resources.  This requirement is in addition to the months-to-exhaust requirement that has been in place for receiving growth codes.  

CO Code Administration Transition to Sterling, VA

The transition of the Central Office Code Administration function from Concord, CA to Sterling, VA is underway.  As of July 13, 2004, two Code Administrators are located in Sterling and one Code Administrator is in Concord.  Two additional Code Administrators are currently in training in Sterling and will assume administration responsibilities beginning in August.

NPA Relief Activity Status Report

Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (attached report)

With the new NPA exhaust projections, there are four NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

· CA 909 and MS 601 have relief plans and scheduled implementation. 

· CA 310 has a relief plan but no scheduled implementation.

· IL 630 has a relief plan and a scheduled implementation.

On June 21, 2004, the Utah Public Service Commission vacated the permissive and mandatory dialing associated with the NPA 801 split.  The 801 NPA split has been suspended until further notice.

Expected NPA Relief Projects over the Next Four Years

Using the most recent NPA exhaust analysis, there are 30 NPA relief projects projected to begin over the next four years.  Per industry guidelines, NANPA initiates relief planning 36 months prior to the projected exhaust of an NPA.  This information is summarized below.
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NANP Administration System (NAS) Update

On May 24, 2004, NRUF on-line capabilities became available in NAS.  With this new capability, service providers are able to submit NRUF data on-line as well as use the current submission methods of FTP and email (excel file).

NAS also provides four NRUF reports to service providers.  These reports provide utilization and forecast data from submitted NRUF data for the Operating Company Number(s) in a service provider’s NAS profile.  

State regulators also have access to a number of NRUF reports for their respective state.  State NAS users with appropriate authorization can access a variety of reports concerning NRUF data that are presently provided in their state databases.  

The next submission cycle for NRUF data is underway.  The deadline for submissions is August 1, 2004.
