· NPAC Release 3.2:

The NPAC Release 3.2 package contains Change Orders that were culled from the current approved pool and comprise those that have higher priorities.  They include improvements to the data recovery process, edits to prevent the input of erroneous porting data, and the ability to change NXX code ownership in NPAC without taking ported customers temporarily out of service.

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· PIM Report:

PIM 14 - Disconnect of NXX Codes with Ported TNs

The INC continues development of guidelines, Procedures for Code Holder/LERG Assignee Exit, that describe the responsibilities of NANPA, service providers, and the Pool Administrator when a service provider is returning or abandoning codes/blocks that contain ported telephone numbers.  INC has revised the document as a result of contributions from the LNPA, as well as individual service providers, related to PIMs 14, 15, 20, and 21.  

PIM 15 - Returned NXX Codes containing Ported TNs - Edit in NPAC requires active ported TNs to be

              deleted before NXX code "ownership" can be changed.  This is a service-affecting process.  Pooling

 any thousands blocks to be retained in the code by the new LERG-assignee circumvents the 

 immediate need to make the change at the NXX code level in NPAC.
See update for PIM 14.  The LNPA has also finalized the CO Code (NXX) Re-allocation Process.  This process is a method for utilizing TN Pooling functionality in NPAC to override NPAC CO Code (NXX) ownership data in order to reflect a new LERG Assignee.  This is accomplished without impacting ported customers within the affected code.
PIM 18 - Wireless Reseller Flows

This PIM, submitted by the WNPO, documents the need to modify the NANC LNP provisioning flows to address porting activity involving wireless resellers.  The WNPO has voted in favor of requiring the underlying network service provider to coordinate the port.  Work continues in the LNPA to incorporate both the wireless and wireline reseller flows into the main NANC LNP Provisioning Flows.  The porting of non-migrated Type 1 Cellular numbers is now being incorporated into the flows.  The addition of Type 1 porting, which is a port between a wireline and wireless network, has not yet been completed.  Upon completion of the review of the entire NANC LNP Provisioning Flows, they will be submitted to NANC for approval.

PIM 20 - Porting in a code after it is scheduled for disconnect in the network 

This PIM, submitted by SBC, seeks to resolve instances where an NXX code returned to or reclaimed by NANPA, is initially found to contain no active or pending ported numbers and is published for disconnect in the LERG, only to have customers port their number after the published disconnect.  The resolution of this issue is included in the development of INC’s guidelines, Procedures for Code Holder/LERG Assignee Exit.

PIM 21 - Abandoned TNs ported into carriers who have left the market

This PIM, submitted by AT&T, addresses cases where service providers have left a market or have gone bankrupt, and previously working ported-in numbers have been abandoned by their former customers, but the ported records still remain in NPAC.  Calls to these stranded numbers fail and result in needless trouble-shooting.  This PIM seeks development of a process to delete these abandoned numbers in NPAC.  The resolution of this issue is also included in the development of INC’s guidelines, Procedures for Code Holder/LERG Assignee Exit.
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PIM 22 – Customers ported by mistake after removal of Conflict Status

This PIM, submitted by Verizon, seeks to address instances where customers have been taken out of service inadvertently after the New Service Provider continued with a port that had been placed into Conflict by the Old Service Provider.  In these cases, the port was placed into Conflict Status by the Old Service Provider because of indications that the New Service Provider may possibly be porting the wrong TNs.  Consensus has not yet been reached on a resolution. 

· Multiple LRN Issue:

· Issue regarding service providers requesting additional NXX codes for LRN assignments raised during January NANC meeting.

· LNPA is in the process of soliciting contributions from those service providers detailing their requirements.

· LNPA will develop a matrix containing each scenario, identifying any potential solution, and which industry forum, if applicable, should address a scenario.

· Miscellaneous Items:
· LERG-Assignee Responsibilities When Donating 1K Blocks
· An issue was raised at the LNPA involving providers donating 1K blocks to the industry pool, and not enabling LNP functionality in their donor switch.  This prevents their performing the “query-of-last-resort.”

· INC’s Pooling Administration Guidelines address this service provider responsibility.

· LNPA will request Pool Administrator to distribute an appropriate advisory to service providers recapping LERG-assignee responsibilities when donating 1K blocks.
