Observations

· Total assignments in 2003 were 615 codes.  Net assignments were 222 codes.  

· In comparing the first two months of 2003 with the last two months of 2002 (when wireless pooling was implemented), assignments are up over 130 codes.  

Summary of Central Office Code Categories

The following are the definitions of the code categories included on the CO Code Activity Report. 

Requests – Sum of all the different categories of code requests by month.

Assignments – Quantity of CO code applications (i.e., the Part 1 Request form of the CO code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines) that resulted in the assignment of a code to a service provider.

Changes – Quantity of CO code applications that resulted in a change in the information associated with a code assignment.  Per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines, service providers submit a Part 1 Request form with the appropriate changes. 

Denials – Quantity of CO code applications that were denied assignment of a code because they failed to meet the criteria for assignment as prescribed by the CO Code Assignment Guidelines. 

Cancel– Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to either cancel or withdraw a previous assignment request.

Disconnects – Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to disconnect an assigned code.  Codes that are returned to NANPA are included in this category.

Reservations – Quantity of code applications requesting and receiving a code reservation per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines.  Applicants receiving a code reservation must submit a Part 1 Request form at the time they want the code to be assigned to them.

NPA Relief Planning Report

Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (attached report)

There are 5 NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

WV 304 – Current projected exhaust date is 1Q04.  There is no PSC-approved relief plan.  The PSC has been briefed by NANPA on the current situation.  Expect update on projected exhaust date once new NRUF data has been analyzed.  Positive impact of largely voluntary thousands block number pooling, which began in October 2002, suggests the 304 NPA exhaust will be extended beyond 1Q04.

CA 310 – As of March 17, 2003, there were 8 NXX codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 1 code every month.  Relief plan (split) has been approved by CPUC.

PA 484/610 - NPA overlay relief plan approved by the PSC.  NANPA has been instructed to notify the Pennsylvania commission when the exhaust of this NPA is within 10 months.  Expect update on projected exhaust date once new NRUF data has been analyzed.  The significant return of codes suggests exhaust will be extended somewhat beyond the next year.

CT 860 – As of March 17, 2003, there were 36 NXX codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 7 codes every month.  Expect update on projected exhaust date once new NRUF data has been analyzed.  Recent code returns and a slowdown in demand could easily result in an extension of exhaust beyond the current 1Q04.

CA 909 - As of March 17, 2003, there were 13 NXX codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 2 codes every month.  An updated relief plan was submitted to the CPUC by NANPA in June 2002.

2003 NPA Exhaust Forecasts

February 1, 2003 was the FCC-mandated date for service providers to submit their utilization and forecast reports to NANPA.  From mid-January through March 17, 2003, NANPA processed over 5,300 submissions.  These include new submissions, revised submissions that provide corrections to errors identified during processing and updates to previously submitted information.

Per the NRO Order, NANPA is to provide a copy of the carrier-specific data to state commissions with appropriate confidentiality protections in place.  NANPA will make this information available to the states beginning the week of March 17, 2003.

NANPA is targeting the May 13, 2003 NANC meeting for the release of the new NPA exhaust projections.  

Assignment of NPA 684 to American Somoa

On December 24, 2002, the Federal Communications Commission directed NANPA to assign the 684 NPA code to American Samoa.  Further, NANPA was directed to set aside only ten (10) NXX codes from the 684 NPA code for assignment to carriers operating in American Samoa.  The remaining NXX codes in the 684 NPA code are to remain available for other uses.  

On January 24, 2003, NANPA assigned the 684 NPA to American Samoa.  On March 3, 2003, NANPA conducted the Initial Implementation Meeting for the 684 NPA.  The industry agreed on a dialing plan as well as an eighteen-month timeline prior to the start of permissive dialing for system development and document preparation plus preparation for education programs.  The industry also agreed to a six-month period for permissive dialing prior to mandatory dialing.

March 24, 2003 – Publish NANPA Planning Letter

October 2, 2004 – Permissive dialing begins

April 2, 2005 – Mandatory dialing begins

April 2, 2007 – End of Recorded Announcement Period

Contact information, implementation activities, technical issues and customer education issues were addressed.
