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Report Items
· The Wireless Number Portability Operations team met in March 2003 on Monday the 9th and Tuesday the 10th.  

· The meeting started with a joint WNPO / WTSC meeting:

1. Team focused on updating the InterCarrier test schedule, including any company black out dates. The latest schedule will be posted at www.npac.com for all carriers to view. 

2. WTSC and the Wireless Workshop (WICIS) are working on creating joint test cases for ICP or total end-to-end testing.  Additional carriers are in the process of establishing ICP tests schedules amongst themselves. 
3. WTSC is putting together a letter to encourage more participation from wireline carriers as well as Tier 2 and 3 wireless carriers for InterCarrier testing as well as CNAM/LIDB, database type testing.  Once finalized, letter will be sent to OBF, WNPO, NNPO, LNPA-WG, CTIA and RCA as well as the NPAC Cross-Regional team. 

At the conclusion of this discussion, the joint meeting was adjourned and the WNPO began their meeting.

· Introductions were given and the agenda reviewed.

· Meeting minutes from January were approved. February minutes, with minor word changes, were also approved. 

· OBF Update: Issue # 2529, regarding ICP transaction hours and what happens outside those hours was discussed on a conference call the week of March 4th, 2003. No resolution, an additional call is scheduled for April 4, 2003. 

· Team reviewed and updated the WNPO Action Items & Issues List.

· Team reviewed and updated the WNPO Decisions/Recommendation Matrix. 

· New business:

1. Block Donation Multiple Issues – contribution from AWS and Pooling Administrator involving: 

a. No intra-SP ports before donation

b. Blocks donates as non-contaminated are in fact contaminated

c. Blocks are more then 10% contaminated when donated

d. Blocks rejected at NPAC due to NPANXX not opened as portable at NPAC.

NOTE: This has already been submitted as a PIM to LNPA-WG for April meeting and will therefore only be tracked on the WNPO issues list. 

· Porting and Pooling of Non-Migrated Type 1 Numbers – Agreement was reached that changes to the Reseller Notification, Figure 13 of the NANC provisioning flows were appropriate to accommodate non-migrated Type 1 numbers.  Changes leading up to Figure 13 were made and referred to LNPA-WG. Appropriate revisions to the narratives will be discussed in April.  

· Team agreed to stop reviewing the NANC flows at this meeting but continue to review through the LNPA-WG unless a change in a flow directly impacts wireless carriers such as rolling Type 1 into the reseller flows. At that time WTSC will discuss/review changes and forward to collective LNPA-WG. 

· NeuStar presented their report with no new wireless NPAC users signed up. 

· The NENA representative gave a very brief report and urged that InterCarrier WNP network testing, including the 9-1-1 test scenarios in the national test plan, should continue, particularly involving wireline providers, in addition to future scheduling of ICP testing. Continued testing may help identify additional 9-1-1 issues. 

Next meeting is in Sterling, VA on April 7th and 8th.
