Use of December 9, 2005 Paper Part 1 CO Code Application Form

On December 9, 2005, the Industry Numbering Committee (INC) made changes to the Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines (COCAG).  Specifically, one of those changes included Issue 489 and upgrades to the paper Part 1.  The COCAG and the December 9, 2005 Part 1 form are available on the INC website at http://www.atis.org/inc/docs.asp
Starting April 1, 2006, NANPA and the Pooling Administrator (PA) will only accept the December 9, 2005 (or later) version of the paper Part 1.  Any earlier version of the paper Part 1 will be denied.

Initial notice on this matter was sent via NAS on February 20, 2006.  Subsequent notices have been sent and will continue to be distributed up until the April 1, 2006 date.  

NAS and Rate Center Consolidations/Splits

On February 10, 2006, NAS was modified to permit changes in CO code and rate center information due to a rate center consolidation/split.  Specifically, NANPA verifies a rate center consolidation/split with the regulatory authority and then makes appropriate change(s) in NAS on the effective date of the change(s).  This includes changing the rate center associated with the impacted NPA-NXX codes.  NANPA will also issue a NANP notification when the changes have been made.  Service providers are no longer required to submit Part 1 forms to NANPA for these types of changes.

NPA Relief Planning

Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (report attached)

There are 4 NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

· CA 310 – Permissive 7D or 1+10D dialing started December 31, 2005, and mandatory 1+10D dialing starts July 26, 2006.  Code assignments from the new 424 NPA will be effective August 26, 2006.  
· IL 630 and 815 and GA 706 have approved relief plans in place.

There were 2 new FGB CICs assigned by NANPA in 2005.  NANPA has continued its concerted effort during 2005 to investigate and reclaim FGB CICs that were “abandoned” (assigned to companies no longer in business) and/or not in service.  Our efforts have resulted in the reclamation of 286 FGB CICs.  

As of 12/31/05, 408 FGB CICs were assigned in total.  The potential exhaust of the FG B CIC resource is not a concern based on the current rate of assignment.

FG D Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

In 2005 NANPA assigned 157 FGD CICs, yielding an average assignment rate of 13 codes per month.  US/Canadian switchless resellers received 37 of these assignments.  As of 12/31/05, 7,642 FGD CICs remain available for assignment.  NANPA continued its concerted effort during 2005 to investigate and reclaim FGD CICs that were “abandoned” (assigned to companies no longer in business) and/or not in service.  Our efforts resulted in the reclamation of 244 FGD CICs.  

Based on the 2005 average monthly assignment rate, the projected exhaust for the FGD CIC resource is over 48 years.   Note that reclaimed/returned FGD CIC assignments are not factored into this projection, and that this projection is based on current circumstances; i.e., the FCC limit of 2 FGD CICs per “entity.”

All ranges of FGD CICs are now available for assignment (i.e., 0XXX-9XXX) with the exception of the following 223 unassignable codes:  0000, 5000 (both set aside for testing purposes only), 0911, X411, 411X, and 9000-9199 (to be used for intranetwork purposes only).

555 Line Numbers

The intended use for 555 line numbers, in the format 555-XXXX, where X is any digit from 0 through 9, includes the provisioning of information services, but may grow to include a broad range of existing and future services as well.  In 2005, there was one (1) new 555 line number assigned by NANPA.  No 555 line number assignments were reclaimed in 2005.  Nine (9) applications were withdrawn, and 48 applications were denied in 2005.

As of 12/31/05, a total of 7,456 national assignments and 333 non-national assignments were in effect. In addition, 116 line numbers remain in “dispute” status, and 100 line numbers are reserved for the entertainment/advertising industries.   There are 1,965 555 line numbers available for assignment. The current assignment trend indicates no concern for exhaust of this resource.

· In addition to submitting utilization and forecast data (i.e., NRUF) via email and secure FTP, NAS provides service providers the capability to submit this information online, to include providing updates to this data throughout the submission cycle 

· Create and submit a Geographic Form 502 and Non-Geographic Form 502 for the current reporting cycle

· Modify a Geographic Form 502 and Non-Geographic Form 502 by adding new utilization and/or forecast data for the current reporting cycle
