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Karen welcomed everyone and turned the meeting over to John Manning to review the agenda items.

John reviewed the PIP and the items added for February 2007.  NPA Relief Planning has been active with two local jurisdiction meetings and 4 public meetings for NPA 760, provided additional information to the WV PUC regarding codes set aside for pooling in connection with the jeopardy situation in the 304 NPA, filed a clarification letter with the WV PUC regarding the requirements for implementing a split in WV, and issued a Delta NRUF forecast for the 208 NPA in Idaho.

NANPA revised and expanded the NRUF state Database Guide to provide on-line NAS NRUF report descriptions, background information for training new commission contacts, and a glossary, change history, and index.

The LA PSC requested that NANPA conduct a meeting regarding a proposed rate center change and NPA boundary realignment in the 504 & 985 NPAs.  Working with the LA PSC and the involved service providers (SPs), NANPA facilitated the process to obtain SP input on the proposal and identified and set aside NPA-NXXs in the 504 NPA necessary to help minimize the telephone number changes required.

Since INC Issue 522 (Revisions to Procedures for Submitting the Part 4 Form for Dedicated Non-pooled Codes) has gone to final closure, the necessary updates to the guidelines and to NAS will happen on April 9, 2007.

Beth Sprague reviewed the Code Administration metrics and benchmarks.  There was one application that missed the guideline timeframe of 14 calendar days by one day.  It was a pooling pass through that the email was overlooked.  This has happened in the past and – as was the case previous – it was due to human error.

Beth also reviewed the renaming of three (3) rate centers in Ohio.

Wheeling Zone 6 should be the Bellaire rate center.  BELLAIRE in the LERG.

Wheeling Zone 7 should be the Martin’s Ferry and Bridgeport rate centers.  MARTISFRRY in the LERG.

Wheeling Zone 8 should be the St. Clairsville rate center.  STCLAIRSVL in the LERG.

(Added Note:  Telcordia TRA issued an email notice to all AOCNs regarding this change on 3/14/2007.  LERG abbreviations listed above were taken from that email.)

She also briefly reviewed the St George UT rate center consolidation and that the Louisiana rate center consolidation should be sometime in July.

Nancy Fears went over the Other Resources data and all metrics were met for the month.  Nancy confirmed that the NANPA did take a letter in to inform the INC that the 500 NPA is currently showing an exhaust in 2 years.  INC has decided that 533 will be the replacement when it does exhaust.  (See INC Issue 533.)

Al Cipparone reviewed the NRUF metrics, benchmarks and activity.  All were met for the month of February 2007.  

Wayne Milby reviewed the activity in West Virginia and Louisiana.  Ten (10) NXXs were set aside in the 304 NPA in WV for pooling.  There should be an order by the LA PSC issued by close of business of March 21, 2007, regarding the rate center consolidation proposal by at&t.  There will be NXXs that will move back into the 504 NPA with this consolidation.

Joe Cocke reviewed the activity in California, Illinois and Utah.

California:  In the 714 NPA, the meetings have been completed and the relief petition was filed with the CA PUC on 3/9/2007.

In the 760 NPA, Joe attended two local jurisdiction meetings and 4 public meetings.  There were a total of 191 people at all of the meetings which included interested persons as well as TV, radio and newspaper representatives.  The industry will be working on the draft petition and it should be ready to file – with the CA PUC - shortly after the April 18, 2007, meeting.

Illinois:  In the 815/779 overlay, permissive dialing ended on February 17, 2007.  The date that an NXX can be first assigned in the 779 NPA is March 17, 2007.

NANPA sent a letter to the ICC to let them know that there are only 2 NXXs left in the 630/331 overlay.  The ICC has approved the implementation plan for this overlay.

Beth Sprague went over the NANPA participation in INC.  She indicated that NANPA will bring in an issue to include in the guidelines procedures for exchanging an NXX similar to those in the pooling guidelines for exchanging a block.  In most instances, the reason given for the need to exchange an NXX is that the service provider’s customer has rejected the NXX assigned because they can’t use it in their system.

John brought up that the upgrade to the NAS software has been completed.  There are a couple of software packages that will be upgraded at a later date.  NAS was only out of commission on Saturday night between 11pm and 4:30am Sunday morning.

There is another server in which the emails that forwarded the Part 1s & Part 3s to the state commissions (that have asked for and validated that they have confidentiality procedures in place) that should possibly be replaced.  It’s basically a PC and the software is out of date and not being supported any longer.

Depending on the state commission’s request, the reports are generated daily, weekly or monthly and include the information since the last report (i.e., the day before, week before, or the month before).  All of the data is contained in NAS (the Part 1s & 3s).  The server is only responsible for the creation of the email to send the data to the state commission.  Brent Struthers is asking the state commissions if they need to continue to receive these reports or would they willing to use NAS to pull the reports themselves.

NANPA is looking into the feasibility of incorporating this function into NAS.  NANPA will forward all of the options to the NOWG for comment.  Depending on the outcome, there might be a change order on this.

No further questions from the NOWG, so the meeting was adjourned.
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
