NeuStar Board of Directors

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the NOWG feedback to the NANC (chairman Atkinson) regarding any concerns of the two new appointments to the NeuStar board of directors.

A question was sent to John Manning on behalf of the NOWG on February 9, 2005 from Rosemary Emmer asking how do the two new board members and their employers meet the qualifications for Neutrality and independence?

  •NeuStar responded that the new Board members was consistent with the NeuStar Safe Harbor Order, and that they are not employed by any of the entities appearing on the FCC’s list of Telecommunications services, they also reiterated that the Board members have signed the appropriate NeuStar neutrality compliance certifications, certifying their adherence to the NeuStar Code of Conduct.

One NOWG member, participating on the call, still thinks there are outstanding questions NeuStar did not answer.  How was it determined these people met the code of compliance and safe harbor requirements?   Therefore, they objected to moving forward with the NOWG’s suggested response to the NANC chair.

A letter will be drafted stating the majority of NOWG members feel there are no perceived issues to the selection of the 2 new board members based on the information provided and questions asked.

The NOWG member who did not agree will be able to provide a minority opinion, which will be attached to the letter to Chairman Atkinson.

PA Technical Requirements

It was agreed all changes made on the last call would be accepted.  Karen Riepenkroger will send the final document out for any edits (grammatical).  These are to be sent to her no later then close of business Thursday, March 10, 2005.  The document will then be sent to the NANC Friday, March 11, 2005.
