Re: Intermodal Porting Intervals

Dear Mr. Maher:

On November 10, 2003, the FCC asked the North American Numbering Council (NANC) to consider the implications of reducing the interval of time required to port telephone numbers between wireline and wireless service providers (“intermodal porting”).  NANC quickly formed an Issues Management Group (IMG) to prepare a response to the Commission’s request.  The IMG, under the leadership of NANC Vice Chair Hoke Knox, devoted considerable time, talent and other resources over the last four months (an estimated 2,000 work hours) to the production of a comprehensive Report & Recommendation. 

Attached is the “Report & Recommendation on Intermodal Porting Intervals” which was adopted by NANC during a duly noticed telephone conference call meeting earlier today.  The report makes some specific recommendations for a porting procedure which would shorten the porting times and it also identifies a number of additional issues which need to be addressed by the industry and regulatory bodies.
