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1.  Creation of a process to consider unsolicited vendor proposals.

· All unsolicited vendor inquiries or requests to make presentations must be communicated to and through the NAPM Co-Chairs.  This will be the single point of contact.

· All initial presentations by vendors shall be to the full Membership at the open portion of regular Members meetings.

· Following presentations, follow-up and investigation of the unsolicited vendor inquiry will then be referred to the NAPM Vendor Proposal Advisory Committee (VPAC).

· The VPAC will then formulate recommendations for presentation and action or approval by the Members.  The VPAC shall have no power or authority to solicit proposals or requests for information or proposals or to commence negotiations or any contractual discussions with any vendors or prospective vendors.

· All communications to inquiring applicant(s) subsequent to initial presentations (unless otherwise expressly authorized by the Members) will be from the NAPM Co-Chairs.

2.  NAPM website under development.

The NAPM is developing its own web site, www.napmllc.com.  The intention is to post information and details regarding the NAPM on that site so it is publicly accessible.  There will also be a member’s only portion with password protection for confidential and proprietary information.

3.  NPAC Server Migration Update

The NAPM has approved NeuStar performing extended "Maintenance" for the NPAC application architecture upgrade. The extended maintenance window will begin on Saturday at 23:00:00 CST and complete no later than Sunday at 07:00:00 CST for each of the US Regional Implementations scheduled below.
