1. Process Improvement Plan (PIP) Review 

John stated that all new items were highlighted in red and would be covered under the individual topics.

2. NANPA Complaints  

There was one NANPA complaint (May) that John reviewed.  A doctor had his number sent out to multiple pagers and he has been bombarded with erroneous phone calls.  John advised him on the processes he could take.  This is not a formal NANPA complaint.

3.  Code Administration

All quality measurements were met.  

A new code administrator has been added to the group.

There was a big change on the number of changes and pooling pass throughs from the PA.

It was noted that 90 codes were returned in April.  That is a very large amount and further investigation is needed.

4.  Other Resources

All quality measurements were met with Other Resources.  

There was discussion on a Time Warner letter to the FCC regarding CIC assignments and the FCC’s response back to NANPA.  The results of the letter which provided further FCC definitions and may help service providers in filling out their CIC applications will be published on their website.

5.  NRUF

All quality measurements were met.

A survey has been sent out to everyone that submitted an NRUF.  So far 121 responses have been returned.

Reviewed the refresher training that was provided to interested states.

6.  NPA Relief Planning

All quality measurements were met.

Based on the recent results of the NANPA exhaust information, there are four NPAs that will need action before the end of the year.

MI –989  A relief meeting will be held in the 4th Quarter 2005

GA – 706 An implementation meeting will need to be held soon.  Hoping for a June 21st relief decision since implementation dates have already been set.

417 – MO – new project to start 3rd qtr. 

505 - NM -  start up relief again 4th qtr.

In the 310 area code, there are now 9 available codes.

On May 4th area code projections were posted to the NANPA website.

The current NANP forecast is beyond 2030-2035.

7.  NANPA Administration Process/Procedures
Reviewed some INC issues and contributions.

The safety valve quick start sheet is finalized.   It will be posted to the website in the next couple of days.
