Discussion on the Pooling Administration Change Orders

The NAOWG has been asked to review the 8 outstanding Change Orders from the pooling administrator and provide input to the FCC to assist in facilitation of the final outcome of the orders.

There was discussion on the best way to approach this request.  It was agreed that some type of template should be established to best facilitate the change orders as well as establish consistency in the responses to the FCC.  The template will be a good approach especially if there is more then one option on the Change Order and we don’t agree with the NeuStar proposed solution.

ACTION ITEM:  All suggestions for a template should be sent to Karen M.

Another issue INC is working on may have superceded some of the changes orders.

ACTION ITEM:  Julie will look at all of the eight change orders to see if any of them have been superceded by other work going on at the INC.

Completed.  INC Issue 364 is in the process of being worked at the INC, which will change Change Order #6.

It is recommended that in Change Order #6 we may want to reply back that the FCC should take no action yet, because of what is going on with issue 364.

Our position should be to give the FCC enough information to assist them in their reply to NeuStar.    

These Change Orders are taking place due to an INC issue and it may not be necessary to consider the original requirements document.

A participant asked if it would be worthwhile to have a NeuStar person available, who can be reached for clarification during formal discussion of change orders.

ACTION ITEM:  Karen M. will talk to Mr. Sanford Williams, NANC’s DFO, for further process clarification with NeuStar.

Goal is to have these recommendations by the November NANC.  The NAOWG response will be sent back to the FCC.

The Change orders were divided between the group to do a preliminary analysis.  During the preliminary analysis we are to look at the INC issue and make sure the Change Order modifications correlates back to the INC issue.  Does the suggested modification meet the specified requirement?  Of the approaches suggested what is the best approach.

ACTION ITEM:  Change Order review as follows:  Julie, #10, #11, Paula and Joanne #15, #16, Jim #14, Karen M. #12, 13.  By end of workday 11/1/02 send preliminary analysis to the distribution list.

A participant asked Bob Atkinson his thoughts on what level of work the NAOWG needs to go into regarding the response on the Change Orders.  He thought a couple of pages would be sufficient.  He felt the judgment and guidance of the experts is what the FCC is looking for.   The group either supports agreeing with the NeuStar justification for doing the Change Order or if we disagree with the solution, price, etc. we needed to substantiate our response.
