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The NANC action items were reviewed.  Our action item is:

“The Numbering Administration Oversight Working Group (NAOWG) will compare the PAS with the technical specification in response to the INC's allegation that the PAS does not satisfy the specification.  The NAOWG will report its findings and recommend a course of action t the NANC quickly as possible via e-mail.”

Several contributions (from Julie Petersen, Jim Castagna and Karen Mulberry) were reviewed.  There was extensive group discussion as to which reference documents were relevant to the task at hand.

Several items discussed were:

In which month does a block forecast appear?  The month you are submitting the Part 1A or the month the resource is effective in the LERG.

Was PAS built to force SP adherence to monthly entries versus a fluid 6- or 12-month window?    From that answer, some conclusions can be formed.

It was suggested that the PAS User Guide on the nationalpooling.com web site be used as a reference document in formulating our ideas.  Some relevant sections would be section 3 on forecasts (how to prepare and modify) as well as section 5.

There is also a need to focus on what was in the September 2000 INC guidelines, which was one of the documents used when the system was built.

Another vital document would be the FCC original technical requirements.

It was decided there are three main questions that need to be answered and from those answers do our analysis:

1. When are SPs required to submit an Appendix 1 block forecast to the PA?

2. What does PAS do with the forecast?

3. How does PAS impact the SPs' ability to apply for and be assigned a thousands block?

Julie Petersen’s contribution was reviewed and the group discussed what sections were pertinent and needed to be kept.

NEXT STEPS:

The documents that should be used to do an analysis will be:

1. FCC PA Technical Requirements

2. INC Guidelines

3. FCC NRO #1

The other documents discussed on the call are  for reference.

ACTION ITEM:  Everyone should review the three documents mentioned above and find in the three reference documents the relevant information to answer the three questions.
