1.  Process Improvement Plan (PIP) Review

Primary items this month were the data integrity on the CAS/LERG work of which is addressed further in the notes and activities at the INC, which also is addressed further in the notes.

2.  NANPA Complaints

There were no formal complaints this month.

3.  CO Code Administration

All quality measurements were met.  Code requests went up in January.  Changes went up in January.  There were 340 PAS pass-throughs and 430 direct SP CAS submissions.

CAS/LERG Comparison.

February 1st another activity report was run.  There is a continued reduction of code state discrepancies.  Rate center discrepancies are going down.  Most of those are all embedded records.  OCN discrepancies continue to rise.  This month most of the time was spent on code state and rate center discrepancies.  The report continues to show improvement every month.

Other Numbering Resources – all measurements were met in January.

4.  Code Administration System (CAS)

Converted to NAS.  No discussion items surrounding CAS.

5.  Numbering Resource Utilization/Forecasting (NRUF) System

All quality measurements were met in January.  Because of NRUF submissions, numbers are very high.  Working on notifying carriers with missing utilization.  These are identified as carriers that have reported in the past but have missing utilization.  This is to be completed by March 15th.  This is finished before sending he state databases.  The states are sent their reports within 45 days after the February due dates.  If a service provider provides the missing information after March 15th, they will be sent a new file.

6.  NPA Relief Planning

There were no performance measures in January.  The holidays have traditionally been a slow time for relief projects.  The Illinois ICC recently issued a decision for an overlay in the 815 NPA.  They ICC will be issuing a press release and then NANPA will schedule an implementation meeting.  The press release should come out this week or next.

There was an IPD meeting for the 580 Oklahoma NPA.  The IPD will be out by the end of February.  There is a relief-planning meeting on March 31, 2004.

7.  NANP Administration Process/Procedures

Two new issues were brought into INC.  Issue 432, which is putting more detail for criteria in selecting NPA relief codes. This was referred to the NPA workshop.  The contribution has some detailed text.  The other issue is 433, which is paper submission in NAS.  

Spent a lot of time in January doing NAS registration and NAS training.  Had a very large turnout to the training calls.  February 9, 2004 NAS was rolled out.  Regarding roll out issues.  There have been very few problems with access to the website or NAS.  There is a feedback form on the NANPA website and people are using it.  NANPA is taking all input and accessing what might be able to be done.  Positive feedback has been received.  For the most part all information is still there.  There has been some confusion between NAS and PAS.  Contracts for now, don’t allow interfacing between the two systems.  There have been some issues in submitted applications.  NANPA is in the process of identifying and taking corrective action.  Still accepting applications in the interim through faxes.

There is a waiver of the enterprise fee for the following:

PAS pass throughs.

If there is NAS trouble in submitting application will take a fax.

If there is a discrepancy in the database, will take application via fax.

Returned codes with ported TNs.

Any past due part 4’s – for now accepting with waiver of enterprise fee.  NANPA needs to work with the FCC to see if their intent to give waiver of fee or should the service providers be charged.

EVERYONE WILL BE NOTIFIED IF CHANGES.

NANPA understands issues will come up with NAS.  It is a new system and will get issues corrected ASAP.  Doing priorities first.
