Because of the NANPA UAT training for NAS, it was agreed the monthly NANPA/NOWG call would be abbreviated.  

ACTION ITEM:  All NOWG members were to look at the reports submitted by NANPA off line.  Send any questions to Jim Castagna for forwarding to John Manning.

John stated there was nothing major to highlight in the reports.  There were no formal NANPA complaints.

Regarding relief planning, the 918 OK relief was dismissed.  The 909 split is continuing and Texas is to withdraw one NPA connected to a relief project.

On 11/25/03, NANPA posted a delta NRUF for Connecticut and the 310 and 909 NPAs in California.

CAS/LERG discrepancies were discussed.  The 3rd list of code statuses has not been completed yet.  

Discussion surrounding rate center discrepancies.

ACTION ITEM:  For 2004, Tom to look at how rate center discrepancies can be in the CAS/LERG discrepancy project.

NAS user acceptance testing is going well.  Different companies are participating.  Next week, NANPA will state working with the states. Testing will continue until complete.

FCC agreed that training for the Industry will start the week of January 26, 2004 which is closer to the NAS roll out which is early February 2004.  NANPA will advertise specific dates and times.  

The week of January 7, 8 and 9th there will be training on NAS user registration.

FCC recognizes during NRUF submission, the NAS will also be rolled out.  Therefore the FCC agrees that on line entry for the NRUF into NAS will be available until the April time frame.

The next NOWG/NANPA call will be January 22, 2004.
