Total assignments 2003 YTD are 2,706 codes.  Net assignments 2003 YTD are were 1,162 codes.  

Summary of Central Office Code Categories
The following are the definitions of the code categories included on the CO Code Activity Report. 

Requests – Sum of all the different categories of code requests by month.

Assignments – Quantity of CO code applications (i.e., the Part 1 Request form of the CO code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines) that resulted in the assignment of a code to a service provider.

Changes – Quantity of CO code applications that resulted in a change in the information associated with a code assignment.  Per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines, service providers submit a Part 1 Request form with the appropriate changes. 

Denials – Quantity of CO code applications that were denied assignment of a code because they failed to meet the criteria for assignment as prescribed by the CO Code Assignment Guidelines. 

Cancel– Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to either cancel or withdraw a previous assignment request.

Disconnects – Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to disconnect an assigned code.  Codes that are returned to NANPA are included in this category.

Reservations – Quantity of code applications requesting and receiving a code reservation per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines.  Applicants receiving a code reservation must submit a Part 1 Request form at the time they want the code to be assigned to them.

NPA Relief Planning Report

Changes to June 2003 NPA Exhaust Forecasts 

As noted previously in NANPA reports to the NANC, NANPA monitors CO code assignment rates in all NPA codes and will make adjustments to a projected NPA exhaust date if necessary.  Items that may impact the projected exhaust date include a reduction in CO code demand, the assignment or return of a large quantity of codes, or the implementation of CO rationing.  When changes are made by NANPA to an NPA code exhaust date, NANPA posts that change to the NANPA web page (found under ‘NPA Relief Planning’ and ‘Latest NRUF Results.’)  NANPA also contacts the state commission and addresses any questions the affected state commission may have.  A copy of the latest report is below.

Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (attached report)

There are three NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

· CA 310 – As of October 24, 2003, there were 10 NXX codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 2 codes every other month.  

· CA 909 - As of October 24, 2003, there were 10 NXX codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 2 codes every month.  An updated relief plan was submitted to the CPUC by NANPA in June 2002.

· MS 601 – As October 24, 2003, there were 76 codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 6 codes per month.  A relief plan (overlay) has been filed with the PSC.

NPA Inventory Report

As of 10/28/2003
There are 800 possible combinations in NXX format.

Of the 800, 125 are not assignable or set aside for special purposes.  These are N11 (8), expansion codes N9X
 (80), blocks reserved by INC 37X and 96X (20), 555 and 950 (2), codes set aside by INC for 88X expansion 883-5 and 887 (4), 521-9 set aside to avoid confusion with Mexican wireless users roaming in the US (9), and non-dialable toll point codes 886 and 889 (2).

Subtracting 125 from 800 leaves 675 assignable codes.

Of the 675 assignable codes, 367 are currently assigned.

Of the 367 assigned codes, 327 are in service.

Of the 327 codes in service, 314 are geographic and 13 are non-geographic:  456, 500, 600, 700, 710, 800, 877, 866, 880, 881, 882, 888, 900.

Of the 367 assigned codes, 40 are awaiting implementation.  
Of the 675 assignable codes, 308 are currently unassigned.

Of the 308 unassigned codes, 48 are easily recognizable codes (ERCs) currently allocated for non-geographic use, and 260 are general purpose codes.

Of the 48 unassigned ERCs, 11 are reserved
, leaving 37 available.
Of the 260 general purpose codes, 231 are reserved
, leaving 29 available.

Grandfathered Central Office Codes

On October 15, 2003, NANPA posted a revised list of grandfathered codes.  The list included eight codes in Michigan’s 810 NPA code.  Further, the NANPA website was updated to reflect that the list only contained grandfathered wireless codes that may eventually be involved in number portability.  

Location Routing Number (LRN) Survey

At the September 25, 2003 NANC meeting, NANPA took the action item to summarize and distribute the results of the Location Routing Number (LRN) survey.  The following information was forwarded to the NANC on October 22, 2003.

The LRN survey was an attempt to gauge the potential impact on central office code demand of assigning multiple LRNs to a single switch or point of interconnection (POI).  To assist the respondent, the survey included an example that described how in large metropolitan areas where multiple tandems serve a single LATA, service providers have requested multiple LRNs in order to separately identify and route traffic from the different tandems to which their switch/POI interconnects (i.e., the switch/POI has a different LRN for each tandem in the LATA).  It should be noted that the survey did not identify the three situations that INC reported on at the September 2003 NANC meeting.  These situations were:

· When there are multiple tandems owned by different service providers (SPs) in a single LATA, the requesting SP may obtain a new NXX in order to establish an LRN for each subtending point of interconnection (POI).

· Regulatory waivers granted to ILECs to carry local calls across a LATA boundary may exist.  In such instances, SPs may be justified in establishing an additional LRN to properly route calls.

· A unique LRN is required for each NPAC region within a single LATA when a single switch serves multiple NPAC regions 

As of October 21, 2003, NANPA had received over 230 surveys.  Nearly 200 responses stated that no additional codes were needed for multiple LRN purposes.  The remaining surveys indicated approximately 550 CO codes were needed for additional LRNs for 184 NPAs or NPA overlay complexes.  

NANP Administration System (NAS) Overview

As part of its new NANPA contract, NeuStar will be deploying a new NANP Administration System (NAS) that will enable service providers, regulators and other interested parties to have the capability to submit resource requests, provide number utilization and forecast data, obtain resource reports and receive notifications concerning number administration.  

NAS supports the variety of number administration functions.  Some of these capabilities include:

· Service providers will be to enter and submit the Central Office Code Part 1s, MTEs, and Part 4s through a secure, web-based system, as is the case today. 

· Service providers will also be able to enter and submit via the secure web-based system the appropriate applications forms for 500-NXXs, 900-NXXs, 456-NXXs, Carrier Identification Codes, 555 line numbers and 800-855 line numbers.

· In addition to submitting utilization and forecast data (i.e., NRUF) via email and FTP, NAS will provide service providers the capability to submit this information online, to include providing updates to this data throughout the submission cycle. 

· Interested parties will be able to receive notifications on such items as changes to assignment guidelines, NRUF requirements, report availability, client education and system maintenance and availability.  Notifications will also be available on a state-by-state basis, providing information about NPA relief planning activities, jeopardy notifications and state-specific regulatory activities. 

· State commissions will have online access to service-provider submitted utilization and forecast data provided via NRUF for their respective area codes.

Other Administration Items

NRUF State Commission Review Sessions

NANPA conducted an NRUF review session with interested state commissions on September 29, 2003.  The purpose of this session was to review the data provided with the NRUF database that states receive from NANPA with each NRUF reporting cycle.  Ten states participated in the session.

� These include the 5 codes reserved for future PCS expansion (533, 544, 566, 577, 588) and 6 of the codes reserved for Canada (622, 633, 644, 655, 677, 688).  Note that Canada has also reserved 699, which is counted as an expansion code as explained in footnote 1.
