1) July 26, 2004 – Letter from NANC Chair to the Chief of the Wireline Competition Bureau transmitting the 2003 NANPA and PA Performance Evaluation Reports.  (Completed)

2) May 27, 2004 – Letter from NANC Chair to the Chief of the Wireline Competition Bureau regarding Recommendation for Abbreviated Dialing for One Call Notification.  (Completed)

3) May 27, 2004 – Letter from NANC Chair to the Chief of the Wireline Competition Bureau transmitting the NANC Report and Recommendation on NeuStar’s Request for Modification of Prior Approval Policies.

4) May 3, 2004 – Letter from NANC Chair to the Chief of the Wireline Competition Bureau transmitting the NANC Report and Recommendation on Intermodal Porting Intervals.

5) April 5, 2004 – Electronic letter from NANC Chair to the FCC Managing Director forwarding correspondence from the Canadian Steering Committee on Numbering regarding NANP Funds Administration.

10) October 27, 2003 – Letter from NANC Chair to the Chief of the Wireline    Competition Bureau advising that the NANC has determined that the LNP Provisioning Flows Narrative should be amended to include a footer statement and timer change.

11) August 21, 2003 – Letter from NANC Chair to the Chief of the Wireline Competition Bureau forwarding revised Local Number Portability provisioning flows with recommendation that the flows be adopted by the FCC.

12) May 29, 2003 – Letter from NANC Chairman to the Chief of the Wireline Competition Bureau advising of the clear consensus opinion of the NANC in support of the recommendation of a coalition of telecommunications carriers concerning Management and Ownership of the Centralized Toll Free Database by an LLC.

13) May 21, 2003 - NANPA Oversight Working Group - NANPA Performance Evaluation Report for 2002 transmitted to FCC.

14) May 14, 2003 – NANC Universal Service Fund Issues Management Group (USF IMG) - Transmittal to the FCC of the Final Report regarding the Use of Telephone Numbers as a Universal Service Fund Allocator.

15) April 28, 2003 – Three-Digit Issues Management Group (IMG) – Transmittal letter from NANC Chairman to the Chief of the Wireline Competition Bureau bringing to the FCC’s attention the serious concerns of the NANC about legislation (PL 107-355) requiring a Toll Free Three-Digit Number for locating underground utilities.

16) April 24, 2003 - NANC forwarded the NOWG’s report investigating Verizon's dispute regarding the ability of PAS to accept electronically submitted Excel spreadsheet forecasts.  

17) January 29, 2003 – Intermediate Numbers IMG – Transmittal of Minority Report of the California Public Utilities Commission and the Final Report of the IMG on the Review of Intermediate Numbers and recommendation for an NPRM to revise and clarify certain provisions of the Commission’s Rules that affect the definition of Intermediate Numbers.

18) January 29, 2003 – Soft Dial Tone IMG – Transmittal of Final Report and Recommendations concerning the impact of Soft Dial Tone service on the calculation of a service provider’s utilization of telephone numbers.

19) January 29, 2003 – NANP Expansion/Numbering Optimization (NENO) IMG – Transmittal of Final Report of the NENO IMG which was chartered by NANC in 2001 to compare the costs and benefits of numbering resource optimization proposals with the expansion of the NANP beyond 10 digits.

20) December 9, 2002 - NANC forwarded NOWG's recommendation for a PAS "work-around" that will alleviate the need for service providers to submit an "on the spot" forecast at the time of block application.

21) December 11, 2002 – Contamination Levels IMG – Transmittal of the Final Report on the Technical Viability of Increasing the Pooling Contamination Threshold.

22) November 22, 2002 – Numbering Administration Oversight Working Group (NAOWG) – Transmittal of Final Report of PAS Forecasting Requirements which concludes that some aspects of the design of the Pooling Administration System (PAS) developed and operated by the FCC’s contract Pooling Administrator (PA) conflicts with the stated requirements.  The report therefore recommends that PAS be modified.

23) October 23, 2002 – Letter from NANC Chairman to the Chief of the Wireline Competition Bureau regarding Grandfathered Wireless NXX Codes.  Letter brings to the FCC’s attention a potentially serious and perhaps unforeseen issue that will arise after November 24, 2002 when wireless NXX codes will be pooled.

24) July 17, 2002 – Letter from NANC Chairman to the Chief of the Wireline Competition Bureau on recommendation regarding NPAC Change Management Administration.  The LNPA-WG reported that NeuStar had, in February 2002, decided not to renew its contract with Telecom Software Enterprises (TSE) for third party change management administration.  Additionally, the LNPA-WG expressed its concern that NeuStar acted without consulting either the LNPA-EG or the NANC.

25) May 21, 2002 - NANC review and endorsement of NPAC Release 3.1 schedule as approved by the NAPM LLC 

26) May 13, 2002 – NANPA Oversight Working Group - Transmittal of NANPA Performance Review and Rating Report for 2001.

27) March 15, 2002 – Letter from NANC Atkinson to the Chief of the Wireline Competition Bureau regarding Possible “Jeopardy” for Wireless Number Pooling and Portability Deadline.  

28) January 25, 2002 – NANPA Oversight Working Group – Transmittal of the Technical Requirements for NANP Administrator.
